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1. That this Society be denominated The Montreal 
Religious Tract Society, Auxiliary to the Religious 
Tract Society in London, and that the Tracts circulated by 
this Society be chiefly those published by the Parent Insti­
tution.

2. That a Subscriber of One Dollar per annum, or 
upwards, be a member of this Society, and be entitled to 
receive Tracts, upon application for them within the year, 
to the amount of one half of his annual subscription.

8. That one fourth of the funds of this Society, if prac­
ticable, be annually transmitted to the Parent Institution, 
in aid of its funds for circulating Religious Tracts throughout 
the world.
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4. That the Tracts purchased by Subscribers, or others, 
of the Society, be paid for on delivery.

5. That the business of this Society shall be conducted 
by a Committee consisting of fifteen members, together 
with the Treasurer and Secretaries, who shall be chosen at 
an Annual General Meeting of this Society ; and that three 
Members constitute a quorum.

6. That all resident Clergymen be members of the Com­
mittee, ex-officio.

7. That the Committee shall have power to add to their 
number ; and shall appoint a Depositary, and a Collector 
or Collectors ; and shall hold their meetings monthly, or 
oftener, as may be required.

8. That an Annual Public Meeting of this Society shall 
be held, when a Report of its proceedings, and the general 
state of its affairs, shall be presented to the Subscribers, and 
Officers and Committee chosen for the ensuing year.is
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
