—(Delayed)—The Margarete, the boat
in which Baron Von Schenk, head of the
German propaganda in Greece, was sent
to Kavala, to be turned over to the Bul-
garians, arrived this afternoon with
1,000 refugees who were in the most
pitiable condition.
