Rumors of Menace Because
of Trouble Making Ele-
ments Among the Men.

Washington, May 28—(Canadian
Press)—Consumers of coal, both in
the U. S. and Canada, are menaced
by danger of another strike in the an-
thracite region in September. Not
only has there been no renewal of the
contract between miners and opera-
tors, which will expire in August, but
high officials have been advised that
trouble making elements among the
miners are trying to froce such de-
mands on the operators that no con-
tract will be possible and a strike will
result.

SEVEN KILLED IN
AUTO ACCIDENT
NEAR DETROIT

Driver Left Traffic Line to

~ Pass Another Car, Swung
on Car Tracks; Then
Came Crash.

Detroit, May 28.—Seven’ persons
were killed and several injured, two
dangerously, when an interurbun car
bound from Pontiac to Detroit struck a
touring car eight miles north of Detroit
yesterday.  The dead - include . four
young women and three young men.

The accident happened when an
automobile, going north in Wogdwnrd
Avenue, swung out of the line of traf-
fic to pass another car. The machine
swerved on to the interurban tracks
and was struck squarely in the centre.

The force of the collosion threw the
engine of the wrecked car into the

line of traffic moving south, wrecking

another automobile. Five of tbe dead
were in the touring car and two were
in the car wrecked by the engine of
that automobile. A third \ car was
slightly damaged and some of the occu-
pants cut by flying glass when it ran
into the second wrecked car. Bodies of
the persons in the automobile struck
by the interurban were practically
stripped  of clothing and 'so badly
msngled as to make identification ex-
tremely difficult.

BAD IN BELGIUM

Big Strike Affects Railways
—Glass Works Down and
100,000 Idle.

Brussels, ‘May 28.—One-fourth of all
the Belgian passenger trains have been
taken off and freight traffic is almost
ar a standstill because of a sirike of
transport workers. Forty-seven thou-
sand freight cars are idle, 15,000 of this
number being along the German fron-

er.

The closing of ten glass works has
thrown 100,000 persons out of work.
Ten other plants in the same indusiry
are shutting down today because of the
fuel shortage. Production in many
other industries has been curtailed,

WELL GUARDED

Extraordinary Precautions in
Madrid as He Presents
Colors to Regiment.

London, May 28.—Extraordinary
precautions were taken in Madrid yes»
terday when King Alfonso presented a
stand of colors to a regiment in Retiro
Park, says a despatch to the Times.
The King rode across the city in the
centre of a strong cavalry escort. The
police regulations %ere most stringent
and the public was excluded from the
park. '

Justification for the unusual arrange-
ments, which were distasteful to the
king, is found in the fact that two
syndicalists, possession revolvers and
grenades were arrested on last Friday.

Paris, May 28._French ingenuity
has furnished patrons of the telegraph
office a new device. It is a system of
sending autograph telegrams.  The
sender of a telegraph message writes
the telegram on a revolving cylinder
and through a series of novel mechani-
cal principles, it is received by ‘the
addressee in the original writing of the
sender. The transmitting machine,
which is’the invention of M. Belin, is
being installed in all the French tele-

graph offices.

sation in the newspapers, which com-
ment on it extensively. It is general-
ly believed that the net result of the
letter has deepened the cleavage with-
in the party which it was hoped the
change of premiership would remove.

Chamberlain’s letter was drawn up at
a meeting attended by the leading coali-
tion Conservatives, Mr.- Chamberlain
and Winston Churchill.

London, May 28—Premier Stanley
Baldwin was chosen leader of the Con-
servatives at a party meeting today,
attended by the Conservative members
of both the House of Lords and the
House of Conmimons whe are support-
ing the Government. It was presided
over by Lord Curzon, who moved the|
election of Mr. Baldwin as leader of
the party in succession of A. Bonar
Law. The foreign secretary’s speech
felicitated both the party and the
Prime Minister on the choice.

Sir Frederick Barbury seconded the
nomination and Mr. Baldwin’s election
followed amidst great enthusiasm. The
services rendered by Bonar Law as
leader of the party were recognized
by a special vote of thanks. The pro-
ceedings throughout were marked by
enthusiasm and unanimity in action.

As the participants entered they
were subjected to the usual -atten-
tions ef photographers in the vanguard
of a large crowd whch cheered the
popular leaders. Cheers for Sir Robert
Horne, former Chancellor of the Ex-
 chequer, were coupled with > cries of
“you must stand by the Government,”
to which the ex-chequer replied: “I
am standing by the Government.”

Prime Minister Baldwin expressed
his thanks to the party representa-
tives and voiced the hope that no one
would “throw any faggots on the fire”
which he said he certainly would not
do. It was his conviction, ‘he added,
that there would be complete, unity
within the party in a very' short time.

and ninety-three wounded.

The food shortage is beginning to
be felt, especially in Gelsenkirschen.

It is said that the French command-

CHAVBERLAIN
AND PARTY UNITY

Interesting Story of What
New Premier En-
countered

Said That Horne and Wor-
- thington-Evans Both Held -
Back for Post for Austen
—Alleged Threats of Some

London, May 28.—(Canadian Press)
—An interesting story of Premier
Beldwin’s efforts to re-establish unity
in the Conservative party is unfolded
by the Daily Mail in a' chronological
retital of events since last Thursday.
