N. B. Power Company Solici-
tor Notifies Chairman of
Utilities Board

WILL :GC AHEAD IS
LATTER'S STATEMENT
‘:omp;ny Stands on Matter
of Stay of Proceedings
Granted By Court

A start on the clearing of the inter-
ferences between the distribution sys-
tems of the New Brunswick Power
Company and the Clvic Power Com-
mission has been further delayed, as
the Power Company, acting on the ad-
vice of their solicitor, Dr. F. R. Taylor,
K. C., notified the Board of Public
Utilities they would not go on with
the matter at present. N. F. Nutter,
electrical expert, engaged by the board
to act as inspector on the work, has
left for his home in Truro.

J. M. Trueman; chairman of the
Utilities Board, said this morning that,
after giving the matter careful consid-
eration, he had concluded that the
safety of the public demanded that this
work be proceeded with and he would
make another attempt to obtain the
co-operation of the Power Company in
going ahead with it, If.it was found
impossible to secure this co-operation,
the work weuld be done anyway, as
the board felt they had the necessary
authority.

COMPANY CLAIM.

The Power Company base their
stand in the matter on the fact that
a stay of proceedings was granted by
the Supreme Court of New Brunswick
restraining any interference with the
company’s system pursuant to the or-
der made by Judge White and that
this stay of proceedings has never been
discharged.

The following letter from Dr. Taylor
to J. M. Trueman, chairman of the
Public Utilities Board, sets forth the

stand of the esmpany:
Chairman Board of Commissioners of

Public TUtilities, City:—

Dear 8ir,—New Brunswick Power

Company ve. City of Saint John—

Referring to conversation with you
this morning, I enclose you herewith
copy of stay of proceedings granted by
the Supreme Court, Appeal Division,
restraining any interference with the
New Brunswick Power Company's sys-
lem pursuant to the order made by Mr.
Justice White. .

I am of the opinion that it would be
\mproper for the New Brunswick Power
Company, under the circumstances, to
co-operate in any action under Mr.
Justice White's order, notwithstanding
the act passed by the legislature. You
will observe that the stay is still in
effect, no application has ever been

AT KING SOUARE

Committee Reports Great
Demand on Space About
Soldier Memorial

All Ready for Unveiling, Was
Report at Noon—Further De-
- tails Announced.

Everything ready for the unveiling
of the war memorial, was the report
at noon today from the chairman of
the programme committee and the re-
maining problem was what to do with
the throng which would be present.
From the number of applications re-
ceived from relatives of the hero dead
and from what was known of the num-
bers that would be present from the
various military units it was plain the
space available would be all too sinall
to accommodate them.

The unveiling will take place at the
hour set, 7.80 this evening; no matter
what the weather is like.

" FINAL DETAILS,

The final touches were being given
the monument yesterday under the
supervision of Mr. Lethbridge, of Tor-
onto, who represents the sculptor,
Alfred Howell, now in England. Some
pointing was done and the whole of
the granite was subjected to a very
thorough scrubbing.

Henry Meating, of the firm of Meat-
ing, Epps and Company, granite work-
ers from St. George, which had charge
of the preparing of the granite after
it had been taken from the Spoon
Island' quarries, yesterday gave some
interesting facts concerning the dimen-
sions of the monument. The granite
base and column reach 23 feet in height
and the bronze figure above adds an-
other 11 feet, making a total of 34 feet
in all to the head of the bronze figire.
The outstretched cross adds about an-
other foot to the extreme height.

The granite in the monument weighs
60 tons. The bronze figure on the top
of the column weighs another ton and
the mourning figure in bronze at the
foot of the monument weighs 1,600

pounds.
*  THE FIGURES.

The small figure which the large
figure of Victory holds in her hand,
Mr. Lethbridge says, is a copy of the
famous classic statue “Winged Vic-
tory.” The famous statue is one of
the world’s best examples of the art
of sculpture but as it exists today it
is minus head and arms. Hr. Howell
has made his model complete.

Mr. Howell is attaining eminence
among Cunadian sculptors and has after
his name the following letters: A. R.
H A; ALR.C A, and O, 8 A,
signifying that he is an Associate of
the Royal Institute of British Archi-
tects, Associate of the Royal Caledo-
nian Academy and a member of the
Ontario Soclety of Artists.

The lower bronze figure of the monu-
ment has not been unwrapped and
since the erection the inscription has
also been hidden from public’ view.
The inscription stands out in beld re-
lief upon the face of the plinth hold-
ing the lower bronze figure,
