his labor, now that he is suddenly and
prematurely taken from his self-imposed
work and from us.

The Globe has discovered that there
was 68,211 tons of shipping built in
Maine last year, one of them a ship of
38,258 tons, another a ship of 3000 tons,

ber of monster schooners. In the same
year in New Brunswick the Globe says
only about 6000 tons of shipping was
built. - The Globe’s statement and com-
ment on this point are worth quoting.
It says :—

A glance at the shipbuilding opera-
tions last year in the neighboring State of
Maine does not seem to warrant the
statement that wooden vessels are ‘play-
ed out’ Quite the contrary. Ship-
building has had its ups and downs, but
just now_the tendency appears to be up-
ward. While in the province of New
Brunswick last year only six thousand
tons were added to the registered.ton-
nage, in Maine sixty-eight thousand tons
of new shipping were added.

Certainly, iron and steel vessels are
not taking the place of wooden vessels
in Maine. With nearly 70,000 tons of new
ships sent out in one year, shipbuild-
ing can hardly be called a waning indus-
try in that state. Why should itbe in a
depressed condition in New Brunswick?

The Globe is careful not to answer its
own question because it could not doso
without exposing its true motive in ask-
ing it. Yet the Globe knows well that
there is no parallel in the cases of
Maineand New Brunswick with regard
toship-building. Nearly all the sailing
vessels built in the United States are
built in Maine. If iron and steel .vessels
were not taking the place of wooden
vessels instead of only 70,000 tons Maine
would be building five times as
much shipping as it is at pre-
sent. Last year only about 12 per cent.
of the foreign trade of the United States
was carried in American vessels. That
would look asif iron and steel were
rather getting the better of the wooden
ships of Maine, especially, when it is re-
membered that 75 per cent. of the for-
eign trade of the United States was car-
ried in American vessels in 1836, and
65 per cent. in the year 1861 The ship-
ping built in Maine last year was almost
wholly intended for the coasting trade of
the United States from which all foreign-
ers are exclnded. When it is remem-
bered that a voyage from San Francisco
to New Tork is a coasting voyaye, it will
be understood that this coasting
trade employs a number of large vessels;
hence the big ships, brigantines and
schooners that are being built in Maine.

THE SAVINGS BANKS' LIMIT.

The Gazerre is glad to see that the
government have decided to raise tle
limit of individual deposits in the port
office Saving Banks from $1000 to $3000,
and the limit of yearly debosits from
$300 to $1000. They have also decided
to issue 3% per cent stock in sums
of $100, and its multiples redeemable
in five years, which is equal to
withdrawing all limits to de-
posits in the banks with one single re-
striction, which is of great importance
to the government, but cannot be re-
garded as inimical to the holders, be-
cause they will in most instances have
their deposits in the banks subject to
withdrawal ata moment’s notice, and
the bonde will always be as available
as cash at their face value. Had the

The decision of the Supreme court in
the Behring Sea case is, thus far, in- ac-
cordance with what we believe to be the
demands of common sense. and equity.
That is, that the highest judicial tribunal
of the land has a right to issue a writ' of
prohibition in the case of proceedings
entered into by the judge of the United
States district court in Alaska. In other
words, that the action of a little
territorial tribunal in matters affecting
the international relations of the United
States are, and should be, subject to re-
vision by the supreme court at Wash-
ington. Whether the latter court will
decide that the pretensions of the United
States to exercise municipal jurisdiction
over Behring sea are tenable or not is
another matter. OQur opinion is that the
court will decide that these pretensions
are untenable, and will base 1ts judg-
ment on weighty precedents established
by some of the leading jurist of this
country.

The Chatham World tersely states the
arguments against the unrestricted re-
ciprocity cry of the Liberals as fol-
lows :—

The issue on which the Liberals are
appealing to the country, is unrestricted
reciprocity with lhe United States. It
would not be in their power, if they
should gain office, to confer this so-call-
ed boon on the country. They could
only go to Washington  and
bumbly ask for it, and one
can easily understand that it would
be granted, in such circumstances,
only on terms most disadvantageous and
humiliating to Canada. They could not
refuse whatever conditions the United
States government might impose. They
would be pledged to get it, if possible,
and would not be in a position to make
a fair bargain, The man who proclaims
that he is resolved to possess a particu-
lar farm or house, or horse, and pledges
himself to do so, will be asked to pay
double price for the property when he
goes to the owner to buy it Even
though unrestricted reciprocity were de-
sirable, and the United States likely to
agree to it on any terms, a Liberal Gov-
ernment could notget it without making
ruinous concessions.
