TEMPERANCE AND POLITICS.

Public Meeting at ~Nan$imo Discusses
Temperance Legislation.

Nanaimo, July 6.—The public meeting
held in the Institute 'Hall last night un-
der the auspices of the Temperance par-
ty, was largely attended. 'The proceed-
ings' were opened by T. R. E. McInnis,
and in his speech he touched on the liquor
traffic and alluded to that plank din the
Reform Club platform pertaining to the
enforcement of the Sunday observance
act.

T. Keith followed and proceédied: in de-
tail to show that the liquor traffic was
detrimental to the masses and therefore
was strongly in favor of a strict ob-
servance of the presént liquor laws.. He
explained that he would do all ix his
power, if elected, to carry out the re-
quirements of the temperance party, but
they must bear the responsibilities ' of
such work. He went on to-say that the
liguor traffic was a very large one but
he would refrain from stating how much
liguor was consumed. ' J. <C. Brown
(applause) 'was a man that did his ut-
most .while in the house to benefit the
temperance party. He claimed that it
was unfortunate that ‘he had been com-
rpelled to resign his position through the
machinations of ‘Theodore Davie.  He
was put out of the pelitical field because
he was opposed to Premier Davie. He
asked could they expeect the present gov-
ernment to do anything by legisiation
that . would help' the temperance side of
this question.
