In an instant every man in the room 
stood up and there was a general excla­
mation of “Nine hours or nothing.’’ It 
was therefore decided that they remain 
out till the firm granted their request to 
make the working day nine hours in­
stead of ten; It was also resolved to 
have the strike published all through 
Canada so as to give outsiders a fair 
understanding of tlie case.

Delegates present from the Strip Labor­
ers Union and from the ship carpenters 
offered support to the strikers. Repre­
sentatives from the blacksmithing estab­
lishments of Messrs. W. Lewis, J. Mc- 
Kelvey, and J. Elliott, also offered to aid 
the strikers, by agreeing to do no work 
for the firm of Harris & Co., till the 
request of the men is acceded to. The 
men were unanimously in favor of hold­
ing out and are determined to do so, and 
they emphatically deny the statement 
made in this morning’s Sun, that nine of 
the men, who went out Tuesday at 5 
o’clock, returned yesterday.

93 to 97 Charlotte St. diseased were not allowed to marry; the 
healthy were punished if they did not 
marry. Men that were unmarried after 
a certain age were excluded from the 
society of women, and once a year were 
exhibited m public as a warning to other 
and younger men. Young men and 
young women were not allowed to marry 
before they had attained maturity or cut 
loose from parental leading strings. This 
Spartan system, which was purely for 
the welfare of the state, was in force for 
500 years, and no braver nor stronger 
men, no more healthy nor more beauti­
ful women, were ever seen than in old 
Sparta. Few would wish to see Spartan- 
ism revived in these days, but we may 
learn some valuable lessons from that 
ancient state.

We may also learn something from 
our newly bom sister republic, Brazil, 
where there is a remarkable and self im­
posed family custom in regard to mar­
riages in the higher classes. The man 
about to marry is required to furnish a 
certificate from one or more physicians 
that he is free from diseases of a certain 
class, and that ho is free also from all 
signs of any of the diseases that are 
transmissible to the offspring, and fur­
ther than this, the physicians must tes­
tify that so far as they can learn there is 
no reason to believe that the marriage 
will be otherwise than in accord with 
sanitary laws. We, as a people, are 
taking more interest in the proper kinds 
of physical culture than before. Our 
women are coming to knpw that they 
can dress just as well without distorting 
their bodies and imperiling their health. 
But the day of the truly sanitary mar­
riage is a long way off. Meanwhile a 
great many people are getiting married 
that should remain single.—Chicago 
Herald.

But there arc so many cases 
where it seems improbable that they 
would have removed or broken them up, 
that one is led to suspect the executioner 
may have kept his smaller instruments, 
at least, in Iris own quarters.—London 
Standard.
