phoid fever epidemic to-day shows a 
total of 970 cases since the outbreak 
six weeks ago. Thirty-one cases were 
reported for the twenty-four hours end­
ing at noon. There have been seventy- 
two deaths, six of these occurring 
since last night. The cause of the epi­
demic Is the water, which was formerly 
furnished from the Elmhurst reservoir, 
but this service has been cut off for 
three years, the supply now being taken 
from the Williamsbridge and Lake 
Scranton reservoirs.
