WEBKLY WEATHER S)NOPSIS,

Vietorla Meteorological Office,
1st to 7th July, 1903.

The weather during this week bhas been
abuormally cool and showery, both on Van-
couter Island and on the Mainland, These
conditions were due to the barometric
pressure remaining comparatively high off
the coas: of the North Pacific states, while
across this province a unmber of ocean low
barometer areas moved eastward to the
“Territories. Rain fell upon four days, both
on Vancouver Island, the Lower Mainland
aad in Kootenay, and upon three days in
<Cariboo. During the last two days the
barometric pressure gradually increased
wover this province until by the close of the
week the true summer type of fine and
warmer weather had appeared.

Tpon Saturday, 4th, a moderate westerly
gale prevailed on the Coast and toe Straits
of Fuca; this was caused by the passage
of one of the ocean low areas across Van-
oouver Island towards the Rockies,

The weather in the Territories and Mani-
toba has been showery, chlefly in the form
of thunderstorms, while immediately east
©f the Rockies in Alberta” a. heavy down-
pour occurred which has caused oonsider-
able damage.

Fine warm weather has been- general in
the Yukon, at Dawsonr thd ¢emperature
weached 80 degrees upon' four days.

TWO DREDGES 10
BECIN OPERATIONS
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WILL WORK IN BOTH
PARTS OF THE HARBOR

Enough Material Provided by Mudlark
to Enable théKing Edward to
Fill Below Bridge.

Capt. Newcomb, master of the dredge
Mudilark, arrived:dewn from the Mainland
Wednesday night to make preparations for
the resumption of ‘work in the upper har-
bor. The Mudlark has been tied up at the
Victoria Machinety Depot wharf for some
weeks, the appropfiation for work in the
harbor having beén'exhausted. The voting
of additional supply at the present session
enables her to proceed with the work, and
Capt. Newcomb expects that in two weeks’
time the auxillary scows will be at work
once more conveying material from the
upper to the lower harbor for use in the
reclamation of Jamés Bay flats.

At low tide the pile of earth which has
already been deposited in James Bay await-
ing the King Edward shows distinctly
above the water line. Few, however, have
an accurate idea of the amount of materiad
which has been taken down from the sesi- |
ers’ anchorage. Capf, Newcomb states that
at least fifty thousgnd yards of silt is in
position in front of the retaining wall.
This, in his opinion, is quite sufficient to
level up the roudwp;y to the width of the
present bridge, if brush or some cother
material is employed to retain the dredged
material in proper limltations. he thinks
that there is, in addition, in James Bay
as much more material which the King Ed-
ward wlil be able to bring from the bottom
of the harber qu“ before leaving that
particular portion. of it.

The King Edward i8 booked to arrive
here to-morrow, And from the progress
made on her repais there is little doubt
that she will be- back to the harbor at
least before the expiration of the week.

'gistered 93 degrees, which is the high-
est so far this year.

PERSONAL.

Thos. Kiddie, manager of the Tyee
smelter at Ladysmith, is in the city, a
guest at the Vernon. To a Times reporter
this merning he said that the smelter,
which has been closed down since the 15th
of last month, would likely resume opera-
tions about Wednesday morning next, when
sufficient ore will have accumulated. ‘The
smelter -generally runs fin three month
stretches, and so far has treated from four
thousand five hundred tons to six thou-
sand tons per menth. Its capgcity, which
was originally intended to be one hundred
tons per.day, ‘but which as a matter of
fact is over one hundred and fifty, exceeds
the capacity of the tramway that conveys
the ora from the mine. This will undoubt-
edly be enlarged in the near future, im
fact the matter is now under consideration.
The prosperity and progress of the smelter
reflect the prosperity of the mine with un-
erring accuracy. When operations were
commenced it was not expected that an in-
crease in the capacity of the tramway
would become necessary for a considerable
time to come. So exceptionally succéessful,
however, has been the development of the
mine under a judiclous expenditure of
capital that before very long the tram'way
will be capable of carrying at least two
hundred tons daily.

Rev. Willlam Helneche and family, of
Sibley, Illinois, a little place near Chicago,
arrived Wednesday night to take up their
residence in this city.

SHORTAGE OF LEAD.

Great Britain Seems to Be on the Verge
of a Famine,

New York, July 8.—The
London special cablegram says:

“The aftention of speculators is being
turned toward lead by certain financial
newspapers. There is not the least doubt
that this country is on the verge of a
lead famine. Speaking roughly, the an-
nual consumption of lead in Great Brit-,
ian is 270,000 tons, of which only 23,-|
000 tons is produced from British mines, |
the balance being imported chiefly from '
Australia, and in a smaller degree from[
Spain. Now the Australian mines have |
to be shut down. There is the prospect |
of a shortage of about 100,000 tons for
the year. The public, being rather off
geld, silver and the copper mining pro-
positions, at the moment may take more
kindly to lead, but where is the lead to
ceme from?”?
