Buch reports had wost cer-
tainly obtained cutroncy, aud were in some quar-
ters believed, otherwise they would never have
fond their way into our columns,  We, for our
ow part, did not believe thetn ; much less did we
impite or insinuate any charge of unworthy to-
tives against the Associatioh, s sotme ol its mem-
bers, iu thieir zedl to elear themselves, have oo has-
tily assumed. Motives which conld have persunded
any 1o the deliberate adoption of such a course, on
the ground of Mr. Warren's promotion, must, nu
doubt, have been despicuble enongh ; and we alle-
ged their baseness us a reason for our belief that the
Association would never listen to such unworthy
counsellors,

On refleetion, we think we have reason to eon-
gratnlate ourselves upon the remurks which we
offsred on this subject. Those who know. {he state
of parties in Ireland know that they wegs not un-
called for ; and they have elinilm{ explanations,
both from the Conservative Association, and from
Mr. West himself, which will tend to strengthen the
hands of Lord De Grey's government.
