Washington, March 15.-—Acceptanc-

Paris, March 16.~-Joseph Santos
Zelaya, who was compelled to relin-
quish the presidency of Nicaragua
during the recent revelution, gave an
interview to Le Slecle today in which
he violently attacked the attitude of
the United States toward the Mexi-
can affair,

Zelaya charges that the United
States government inspired by the
prospect of commercial and financlal
gain 1s waging n merciless duel, not
only with Mexico, but against the
whole of Central America, which it
seeks to absorb so as to become ab-
solute master of the western hemis-
phere,

He asserts that the United States
s deliberately inciting révolutions in
Latin America that they may serve
as excuses for intervention. He pie-
tures President Diaz of Mexico, a8
“my friend and grand, courageous old
man, who, despite his eighty years,
plunges daily into a cold bath and
rides hig horse like a gentleman,” as
patriotically as bravely, but vainly,
resisting American encroachments.

Limantour Back to Mexico.

New York, March 156.—~The Mexican
minister of finance left town this
afternoon for Mexico, Just when
there had begun to be some specula-
tlon as to why his stay, first announc-
ed for two days, should now be run-
ning into the second week, ha slipped
quietly from his hotel and took & tradn, |

Behind him Senor Limantour left
a long typewritten statement, and the
clerk at the desk said he had inquired
particularly about the sailings on or
about March 20 of all lines running
between Havana and Vera Cruz.

It will be recalled that on his arriv-
al from Europe he sald he intended
to go home by way of Florida, Havana,
Yucatan and Vera Cruz, and that he
hoped to arrive in Mexico City within
ten or twelve days from the dale he
left New York.

“There have been frequent and per-
sistent rumors,” his farewell state-
ment read in part, “that 1 would not
return to Mexico, and that if 1 did, i
would not be to assume the duties
of the office I have tried to fill accept-
ably for some years. It affords me
pleasure to say that I am returning
to Mexico, not only to assume these
dutles, but also to da whatever may
pe in my sphere of action to improve
the general conditions of my country."”

“How long will the insurrection
last? quien sabe? But that will be
dependent quite as much on the atti-
tude and acts- of Americans as Mexi-
cang, May the American people ney-
er forget that Mexico is a country of
wonderful resources and possibilities,
but that their fullest development can
never come except through the com-
plete co-operation of everyone who
has the best Interests of Mexico at
heart. Shall not all such unite in'\one
determined effort to bring about the
desired result? This Is my last and
most serious word to the American

le.”

The minister compliments the press
on its personal treatment of him but
chides it for printing certain accounts
of conditions in Mexico, to which in
large part he atiributes the present
disturbances, For many years he de
clares, President Diaz has told his
visitors that “all he desired to have
told about his country was the truth;
he has discourned fulsome praise as
much as muck raking,” and this s all,
says Semor Limantour for himself,
“that 1 adk of the press of the United
Btates or of any country in dealing
with Mexico—the truth.”
