Pittsbhurg reports indicate that buyers
generally anticipate some movement in
steel there and predict that it will be
downward in price. There are plenty
of rumors of prices sagging several dol-
lars a ton, but this has not become
general enough yet to establish a new
market at a figure below the price of the
.Un!ted States Steel Corporation.

INFLUENZA PROVED
COSTLY TO INSURANCE

OTTAWA, Feb. 16. — (By Canadian
Press.)—Influenza wes more costly to
life insurance companies \operating in
Canada during the year eriding March,
1920, than were post-war casualties.
This information was given in the an-
nual report of the superintendent of
insurance, tabled in the House of Com.
mons today by Sir Henry Drayton.

Net death claims during the year
totalled $16,927,345, of which §785,531,
or 4.66 per cent, were due to the war,
and $3,995,228, or 17.69 per cent, due to
influenza.

There was a phenomenally large
amount of new business written by all
companies - operating in Canada during
the year and a reduction in the lapse
ratio. There were 43 companies carry-
ing on life Insurance business  in
Canada, of which 24 were Canadlan,
eight British and eleven foreign. The
net amount of life insurance in force
at the end of-the year was $2,187,837,-
817, an increase of $402,776,044 over the
amount in force on March 31, 1919.
Canadian companies- transacted nearly
half of this business.

There were 134 -flre insurance com-
panies doing business during the year,
end of these 39 were Canadian, 40 Brit-
ish and 55 foreign.
