The
shores are rocky and sparcely wood-
ed with brush and big timber. The
party proceeded to the north end of
Duck Lake, where the wants of an-
other band of the country’s original
inhabitants were attended to. ‘This
was the most northerly part reached
by the party, being i@ the 58th de-
gree, some Six degrees north of Sas-
katoon. Returning to Churchill river |
the party made a portage at what is
called Frog Portage and then by a
series of lakes and rivers to Cumber-
land where there is a Hudson Bay
post. By means of Lake Sturgeon
and Cumberland acdess was secured |
to the North Saskatchewan river.
The party reached the Pas by this
means, and then came fo Hudson’s- |
Bay Junction over the new line of |
railway and then to Prince Albert.
It was clearly ascertained on the
trip that the waters of the Churchill |
river were united with those of the

Saskatchewan by means of a strea,m'

at the Frog Portage.

Estimate of Grain Raised in this Pi'ovinbe Redchea»
That Fizure--l..arge Quantlty of Oats This Year
--Crop Acreage and the Yield. ‘

An estlmat-e of the yield of Sas-
katchewan’s grain crops was issued
yesterday by the Department of Ag-
riculture from data supplied by its
own stafi correspondents throughout
the province. The data supplied by
these correspondents show that the
crop conditions while by no means
uniform, are fairly satisfactory to a
great, proportion of the farmers. It
is true that a great many of them
have heen disappointed in regard -to
crop yields, but that feeling is per-
haps due partly to hopes that were
raised earlier in the season by the
remarkably  fine appearance of the
crops. From the figures given it is
shown that the aggregate yield will
be much in exeess of the largest crop
that was ever before produced in this .
province. In 1896, which was Sas- |
katchewan’s banner year, the total
grain | production was 63,062,210
