If Penetration was a target worth
aiming for, as an article recently
claimed describing Pauline
Murray’s former group, Murray’s
debut solo album is the eye of the
bull’s-eye.

Besides her suggestively named
former group, Murray is best
known for a duet she performed
with Peter Perrett, lead singer of
The Only Ones on the country hit
“Fools”. Available on The Only
One’s Baby’s Got A Gun album
(CBS), it showcased the current
King and Queen of the Angel
Voices.

With the aid of Martin Hannett
and Steve Hopkins, Murray has
produced a special burst of
creative energy that carries a vital
and exciting power.

The ‘girls’ cook up an endless
variety of instrumental keyboard

loaded with sound effects, odd
orchestralandrhythmic patterns,a
cacophony that metamorphsizes
rapidly, colouring in behind
Murray as acomposerwouldscore
a film.

Murray presents a sometimes
pessimistic stargazer who, in
“Dream Sequence”, speaks of
“crossing the bridge of conscious-
ness and self control”, and talks of

A blackness frames the album'’s
best cut, “Shoot You Down’’, a sad
yetspirited ballad in which Murray
sings, “Why should you care,
someone somewhere, is waitingto
shoot you down.”

The lady speaks of a schizophre-
nia between times when she feels
strong, and times when she is
‘““screaming in the darkness,
