1 hardly ever read an editorial la 
the "Poet-Reeord” hut what I feel like saying "Amen".
Sever have 1 appreciated any, though, quite eo much as 
your recent article on "The Sadlr of Depravity". It 
doee seem strange to me that the preee of thle country 
do not eeem to realize the fundamental and absolutely 
vital principles at stake-ell of which are floated 
with brazen vulgarity by the Premier of Ontario. Thle 
Province at present Is not fit to live In. The last 
outburst was made within the walls of Parliament and 
was, therefore, privileged. Anyway, under the compulsory 
Jury system which we have In Ontario In libel actions, 
there Is, in matters within the currents of politico, 
practically no libel law at all. You can realize with 
Jury panels under the charge of such a Government ae we 
have now in the Province, the chances of getting a Jury 
verdict and not a disagreement would be slim.

I got a whole lot of gratification 
out of your editorial. It has created a good deal of 
Interest here and copies have been paeaed around.

You may be quit e sure I will be on 
hand at any Investigation Hepburn wants to bring on, but 
one has no rights In these Investigations whatever. He 
has no protection su oh as a can under charge In the Courts 
ha a. The ordeal of 1934 was just heart-breaking—a
disgrace to thle Province. However, I can go through It 
again, and can assure you and other friends that you will 
not be ashamed of the outcome. It appears that the next 
time It will be under charge of an official of ttie Hepburn 
Government whose own position will be at stake.
