2nd K., to be exchanged aleng with the N. E. $ of sec. 3,
for the X. § of sec. ¥ in sald township and range, which surrender
you are heredy authorized to submit to the Indians under and in
acoordance with the provisions of the Indian Act.

I am inclosing for your iaformation copy of instructions
for the guidance of Agoitl in takiag surreanders, the requirements
of which you will closely follow, especially so in regard to
furnishing a voters' list and certirying as to the number of
Indians present at the meeting, the number voting for the sur-
render and the number voting agalast.

It will be necessary to have a full attendance at the
meoting, as the assent of a majority of the voting members of
the Band 1s roqum in order that the surrender may be submitted
to His Excellency ia Council fer acceptance.
