\ His Majesty's Government have not reached this con-
clusion solely out of regard for treatment of immediate
problems. Of even greater importance in their view is the future
and whatever hard feelings events may at any time engender, His
Majesty's Government are firmly convinced that a continuance of
relations between the two Goveraments is in accord, both with

the sentiments and with the interests of the British and
French people.” Ends.
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
