Considerable ae have been the contributions aade by mare than 
one ef the Prime Ministers, and not a few of the etateanan ef this 
Old Land, towards the development of the British Conmenwealth, I 
believe there la net a man in publie life to-day who possesses, in 
equal measure with Mr. Baldwin, an Understanding of the Dominions, and 
of considéra tiens ef which they have to take account, in their rela­
tions to eaeh ether and to the United Kingdom, and who enjoys their 
confidence la so complete a measure. What I have Just aald, more 
particularly on behalf ef Canada, will be echoed, I knew, by my 
cell segue e from Australia, lew Zealand and South Africa, en whose behalf, 
as well aa on that of Canada, 1 have the honour ef speaking to-night, 
and will, 1 believe, be confirmed, as respecte ether parte ef the 
Cowmowocalth, by the speakers who are to fellow me in responding to 
this tenet.

And this lends me to say one further word, on behelf of ue all, 
to Mr# mldwia, en the eve ef his retirement from office. We should 
he emhappy. Indeed, and conscious of greet less, did his relinquish­
ment ef the efflee ef Prime Minister mean Mr. Baldwin's retirement 
from public life. Fortunately it naans nothing ef the kind. Bother 
it gives reason te hep# that his years ef publie servies nay be 
greatly prolonged.
