57 K.mg Edwa.rd had prolonged his
visit to Portugal gnd visited the in-
terior, he would have experienced
some o! the roughest traveling of
his life, and if he could be conceived
of as stopping at the so called ho-
tels of the country he would also
have slept in some of the most
doubtful beds of his life and sampled
perhaps the very worst cookery.

Estremoz is a town in the interior
of the country in the Province of
Alemtejo. As you approach it hy
rail from Lisbon you see it standing
upon a hill in the distance, Moorish,
picturesque and inviting. When you
reach the station, however, you find
the town itself of Estremoz is two
miles away, and, like the journey of
life, the road leads wuphill all the
way. It is a wretchedly bad road

too. There is only one hotel in the
town and a very poor one. Some of
the bedrooms open off the dining-

room. They are
without windows.

The streets of Kstremoz are soci-
able and barnyard-like. On Friday
droves of pigs and goats are
‘““shooed’’ through the streets to the
market place and confined until Sat-
urday morning, market day. Not all
the pigs and goats are kept over,
however. Some of them are sold at
once on Friday, and the sale is
clinched immediately by the slaugh-
ter on the spot in the open street of
the hapless kid or squealing pig.
This public killing is enough to make
a sensitive soul forswear flesh eat~
ing, but the natives mind it not at
all, neither the health authorities, if
there are any.

And yet this same dirty, miserable
town would delight the soul of the
artist. As in most Latin race towns,
dirt and high art flourish together.
There are probably more marble and
marble carving in Estremoz than in
any other small city. In the old
houses are marble halls and carved
marble staircases that would give
beauty to the palaces of kings. From
marble public fountains the water

mere dark dens

gushes. Marble seats along the
roads give rest to tramp and beg-
gar. If Estremoz had paved streets,
the paving would be marble, too.
but it has few of these. Like all old
Latin towns, Estremoz has its pub-
lic' square, around which important
buildings are grouped.

One cannot find out why it is, but
rather oddly almeost the cleanest and
begt of the commmon people of Por-
tugal are the peasant population
around Estremoz. It has been said
of them that they are ‘‘very honest
and hard working and very clean.’’
Their rude stone cottages are white-
washed continually inside and out,
and there seems to be something of
the neatness and thrift of the old
time Holland Dutch about middle
south Portugal land folk.

Different it is in northern Portu-
gal. There the houses are dirty and
the people are dirty. Perhaps this
sadly unpleasant condition of things
may be accounted for by the fact
that the women apparently do all
the hard outdoor work. The coarse,
constant drudgery seems to crush
out of them the womanly instinct of
cleanliness and tidiness even if they

Vaccinating Plants.

Scicnce has not contented itself
with hunting out lymph and virus
which will give immunity from dis-
ease to humanity alone. It has
turned its attention to inoculation
for the vegetable kingdom as well.
Remarkably interesting experiments
have heen carried on by I'rench and
J¥'nglish scientists, among them M.
Beauverie and Professor Marshall
Vard.

They are workmg along the line of
demonstrating  the feasibility of
treating plant diseases in a way
similar to that in which animals are
rendered immune to attacks of ill-
ness. Many successful results have
rewarded their investigations.

Cuttings of begonia, for example,
were allowed to grow in soil which
had becn impregnated with a species
of fungus which is an attenuated
form of a destructive parasite to

plants rejoicing in the Latinesque
name of Botrytis cinera. After inoc-
ulation, or rather impregnation by

absorption, the begonias were placed
in a separate bed and the hordes of
Philistines in the shape of scores of
the parasites were let loose upon
them.

They resisted the attacks pcrfectlv,
showing the beneficial results of the
new kind of vaccination for plants.

A Delightful lnl.crvl.' With M. Paoli,
‘Whe Has Been Exclusively Attached to
All of France's Royal Visitors.

At a quiet little flat on the third
floor in a quiet little strect in the
shade of one of the oldest churches,
in an old part of Paris, a voice said.
“Come in, please,”” in quiet, deep
tones. The voice was that of WM.
Paoli—a little man with silvery
white hair, snow-white moustache,
and deep-set brown eyes, which gleam
out of a face -that is  so typically
Corsican that the name Paoli and
the big bronze figure of the great
First €onsul in the place of honor on
the mantelpiece Are quite unnecessary
1o show that their owner is a coun-
tryman of the great Napoleon. Upon
the walls, on etageres, on tables, and
on every piece of furniture where
there is room to place them are pho-
tographs of royal personages with au-
tograph inscriptions—the Queen of
Holland, the Shah, the King of Swe-
den, the Princess of Wales, the late
Ewmpress of Austria, and many oth-
ers; but more numerous than any
others are those of the late Queen

Victoria. A big official portrait of
her late Majesty igon the wall,
small water-color sketches of the

late Queen on her drives in the Ri-
viera are there, and also a photo-
graph of the Queenin the famous
donkey carriage. It is not difficult to
see that M. Paoli had a cult for the
late Queen of England. In his mem-
oirs, which will be published very
soon, this cult will find expression,
better than in mere conversation; for,
as the dear old gentleman said to
me, ‘‘Ilost a dear friend when she
died, and only to my pen can I, at
all composedly, confide my feeiings.””

““I do not, as a rule, like to be in-
terviewed,”” he said, sitting down
next to me and speaking quietly and
with an introspective smile. “I pre-
fer to be what I have tried to be for
the last fifteen years, the man in the
shade, whom n®body notices, and
whose work and privilege it is to
make the King’'s way easy.’’

M. Paoli has been in the seivice
of the French Home Office for the
last thirty years, and since Her Ma-
jesty first went to Aix-les-Bains some
fifteen years ago he has been exclu-
sively attached to all the royal vis-
itors to France—their guide, their
protector, and in many ways their
mentor. He is naturally proud of it
—proud of the invariable smooth-
ness with which each detail of the
many royal visits which he has
stage-managed has passed off, proud
of the confidence placed in him by
each succeeding Government  of
Trance, proudest of all of the friend-
ship of his many royal and imperial
friends.

There were tears in M. Taoli’s eyes
and deep emotion in his voice as he
spoke cf the late Queen Vicioria. ““I
was with her at Aix-les-Bains, at

Grasse, Hyveres, and at Nice,”” he
gaid. ‘[ was, to all intents and
purposes, more with her thon was
any other man during her stays in
France. Fach tiine she left sha ask-
ed <hat Paoli might receive hor and
look afier her upon the coming vis-

it. She treated me not us a servant,
but as a friend, and, on the long
.drives out into the couniry, when I
was practically her sole companion,
'she even honored me by . askir;z my
advice on many matters. Sometimes
on these excursions I almost shud-
dered at the responsibility upon my
shoulders. The Queen and Empress
of a powerful country, the gugst of
another. Think of the weight of it!
But: nothing ever happened. Each
time the royal yacht steamed out of
Cherbourg, mingled with the natural
grief of parting from kind friends, 1
felt a natural feeling of relief that
all bad passed off without acctdent;
for you must realize that on these
visits I am responsible for every-
thing pertaining te the safety and
comfort of the royal or imperial vis-
itor.

‘“The royal guests of France—I very
nearly said ‘My royal guests,” ’’ said
M. Paoli with a smile—"‘always make
matters very easy for me, and of all
the Kings, . Quaens, Emperors, and
Empresses that 1 have known (it
seemed a little add to hear this quict
statement in a third floor flat of mo-
dest aspect) the royal family of Eng-
land have always been the kindest,
simplest mannered, and most charm-
ing. The members of your royal
family know how much I love them,
and they are untiring in showing
kindnesses to me. I was invited, and
went over to the Diamond Jubilee
of the late Queen of England, and I
was present at her funeral. The King
fnvited me over to the coronation,
and honored me with a long conver-
sation after the ceremonial. As Prince
of Wales I knew him well, and he was
pleased to say the friendship should
continue.”’

“How is it, M. Paoli,
don’t talk English?”’

“The fault of all my royal friends,””
he answered, ‘for they all speak
French, as do the persons of their
entourage. I have always meant to
learn your language, but I am a
busy man. One had to work hard,
don’t you see, to keep the signs of
my work invisible.”’—Correspondence
of London Pall Mall Gazette.
