This mother in
Israel was evidently looking out, and antic-
ipating the coming of the Son of Man, and
her greatest anxiety was to have her lamp
trimmed, and oil in ber veasel, when the
Bridegroom should make his appaarance.
This we believe was fully realized in her
last moments, when she calmly fell asleep in
Jesus. This aged couple bave now termi-
nated their earthly probation, and have gone
to their glorious reward, leaving their fam-
ily connections, the Church of Christ, and
the community in which they long resided
to deplore the loss they have sustained, and
to pray that others may be raised up to im-
bibe their epirit, copy their example, and at
last with them enjoy the blessedness of those
who die in the Lord.

We bave now to record the death of M.s.

Founded by the British races, and for more
than a century, amidst the vicissitudes and temp-
tations of that period, preserving unsullied ber
attachment alike to the Throve, to the People,
and to the Institutions of the Mother Country,
this Province bas grown with a steady growth;
and we trust that your Royal Higbness will
observe in it some evidence of public spirit and
material ‘proeperity, some faint traces of the
civilization you have left at bome, some indica
tions of a desire to combine commercial activity
and industrial development with the enjoyment
of rational freedom.

To the members of your Royal House whbo
visited Nova Scotia in ber infant state, our
country was deeply indebted for the patronage
which enabled many of ber sons to distinguish
themselves abroad, and during the reign of your
lliustrious Motber, the blessings of self-govern~
ment and of unrestricted intercourse with all the
world bave been graciously conferred upon this
Province.

With pride, we saw during the Crimean and
Indian wars, Nova Scotians winning laurels
beneath the Imperial flag; and your Royal
Highness has seen as you passed to your tempo-
rary residence, what bonor we pay to the mem-
ory of our countrymen who fell in defence of
the Empire.

We trust that your Royal Higbness will also
observe in the discipline of our Volunteers a de-
termination to foster the martial spirit inberited
from our ancestors, and energetically to defend,
if need be, this portion of Her Majesty’s Do-
minions.

To the loyal welcome which we tender to
your Royal Highness, we beg to add our fervent
prayer that the blessings of Divine Providence
may be freely showered upon you, and that you
may be long spared in the high spbere in which
you are called to move, to illustrate the virtues
which bave enshrined your Royal Motber in the
bearts of our people.

1 am deeply touch&d by the warmth and cor-
diality with which I bave been welcomed to this
Colony, and thank you most beartily for your
address.

The- monument you refer to will kindle the
flame of patriotism in the breasts of those Volun-
teers whom I have passed to day, and whe, in this,
and the Colony which I bavelately quitted, are
emaulating the zeal and gallant spirit which have
been exhibited throughout the mother country.
One hundred years have now elapsed since
the international struggles which retarded the

May peace and harmony )

and increase the bappiness and contentment of
a loyal and united people.

For a fall account of the decorations and jllu-
minations which have reflected so much credit
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upon Halifax, we must refer to our city cotem-
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pprobation of their conduct. After many a
bearty cheer from the assembled maultitude, and
a Battalion shout from the Volunteers, His Royal
Higbness visited the Citadel, snd then returned
through crowds of the populace to Government
Houee, whence after a short rest be rode witbout
uniform, and attended by the Lieut. Governor
and bis own suite, to view the sports on the Com-
mon. Here the crowd was immense, and the
Prince was fairly though not inconveniently
thronged by admiring and loyal Haligonians,
and acclaims of we'come from lip to lip
wherever His Royal Highness moved. A ride
into our beautiful suburbe occupied the afterncon,
a state dinner at Government House the even-
ing, and a magnificent ball in the Province
Building, at which His Royal Higbness selected
some twenty partners of our lady citizens, made
the hours pass pleasantly until Wednesday morn-
ing.

We should like to describe the illuminations,

but want of space forbids our doing so at length.
The lighting up of Her Majesty’s six ships was
peculiarly beautiful. At some signal unseen by
those on shore every cross spar became a line of
delicate light, revealing the fine proportions of
the bulls, and displaying the tars who, each with
a blue light in bis hand, bad manned the yards,
while from every ship a flight of rockets went up
with a rush and discbarged their fiery Prince’s
Feathers in the air. Thbe brief but exquisite
exhibition baving died out, the equadron float-
ed like sombre ws on the water. This il
lumination at the far north was wau matched by
the unique display aflorded at the arcn erected
by the Fire Company in the extreme south of
the city. There a resplendent Prince’s Feather
blazed stead:ly, supported by revolving gas lights
and appropriate transparencies. From that
point to ernment the private resi
dences displayed their well.furnished interiors
and thbeir lamp-lighted outsides; the house of
the Judge of the Adanralty being ornamented
with an illuminated anchor with the scroll of fire,
“ Welcome, Royal Rothsay, welcome” The
lights burning on the sabstantial arch opposite
Government House threw a bright gleam on the
foliage which overshadowed the crowds beneatb,
bringing out in bold relief the colossal lion
sculptured to the memory of Welsford ‘aod Par
ker, and giving a park like appearance to that
portion of the street overhung with trees. The
vext illumination in that street was at the Globe
House, where the Archbishop had on the splen-
did Gotbic arch erected by bim a motto,
“ Welcome, Prince of Wales, to the land of the
Mayflower,” in gas behind colored foil,—bis resi-
dence being decorated with the sentence, Pro-
cede, prospere et regnabo. The Masonic bod
bad raised an elaborate arch opposite their ball,
by daylight exbibiting numerous emblems of the
craft, which being tra en!, at night were il-
luminated, and showed even to better advan~
tage than in the day.
We bave only taken these few specimens of
illumination to show our country readers on
what a grand scale the city was lighted up in
honor of the Koyal Visitor, bat the effect pro-
duced tbroughout defies description. No ex-
pense, o trouble was spared by our citizens to
shew witb what hearty welcome they rejoiced to
celebrate the visit to the metropolis of a Prince,
always respected for his mother's sake, now lov-
ed for bis own.

On Wednesday His Royal Highness beld »
Levee at Government House. Upwards of five
bundred citizens and others had the bonor of
preser tation, through the Earl of St. Germains
Lord Steward of Her Majesty’s bousebold. On
this occasion addresses were presented,— without
being read —from the Lord Bishop on bebalf of
the clergy and laity of the Cburch of England,
from the Wesleyan Conference, the Free Church
of Scotland, the Kirk, the Presbyterian Church
of Nova Scotia, the Roman Catholic Archbishop
and clergy, tbe Masonic Body, the Governors of
King’s College, Wind:or, and the Governors of
Acadia Collenge, Wollville. Answers were re

ceived from the Duke of Newcastle in the course
of the afterncon. The following is the Address
of the Wesleyan Conference which was present.
ed by the Reverend Clarles Churchill, A. M:

We the loyal and dutiful Subjects of Her
Mosjesty the Queen ; being Ministers of the

BY THE QUEEN,

Victoria R.—We most seriously and
religiously considering tbat i is our indis- |
pen<able duty to be careful above all otber |
things to preserve and advance the honor |
and service of Almighty God, and to dis-
courage and suppress all vice, profaneness,
debauchery and immorality, which are <o
bighly displensing to God and so great a
reproach to our religion and goveroment ;
to the intent, therefore, that religion, piety
and good manners may floarish and increase
onder our administration and government,
we have thought fit, by the advice of our
Privy Council, to issue this our royal pro-
clamation, and do bereby declare our royal
purpose and resolution to discountenance
and punish all maoner of vice, profaneness
and immorality, in all persons of whatsoever
degree or qual.ty within this our realm;
and we expect and require that all perscns
ot honor, or in place of authority, will give
good example by theirown virtue and piety,
and to their utmost contribute to the dis
countenancing persons of dissoluie and im-
moral lives; and we do Lereby strictly
enjoin and prohibit all our loving subjects of
what degree or quality soever from playing
on the Lord’s duy, at dice, cards, or other
game whatsoever, either in public or private
houses, or other place or places whatsoever ;
sod we do hereby require and command
them, and every one of them decently and
reverently to attend the worsbip of God on
every Lord’s day.

Our farther pleasure is, and we do hereby
strictly charge and command all our judges,
mayors, sheriffs, justices of the peace,and
all other of our officers and ministers, both
ecclesiastical and civil, and other of our
subjects whom it may concern, to be very
vigilant and strict in the discovery and the
etfectual prosecution and pusishment of all
persons who shall be guilty of dissolute, im-
moral, or disorderly practices, and that they
take care effectually to suppress all public
gaming houses and places, and lewd and
other disorderly houses ; and also to suppress
and prevent all gaming whatsoever, in pub-
lic or private houses, on the Lord's day ; and
likewise that they take effectual care to pre-
vent all persons keeping taverns, or other
public bouses whatsover, from selling wine,
beer or otker liquors, or receiving or per-
mitting guests to be or remsin in such their
houses in the time of Divine service on the
Lord’s day.

And for the more effectual proceeding
herein, we do bereby direct and command
all our jadges of assize and justices of the
peace to give strict charges at their respec-
tive assizes and sessions for the due prose-
cation and punishment of all persons that
shall presume to offend in any of the kinds
aforesaid ; and also of all persons that, con-
trary to their duty, shall be remiss or negli-
gent in putting the said law in execution ;
and that they do at their respective assizes
and quarter sessions of tho peace, cause this
onr royal proclamation to be publicly read
in open court, immediately before the charge
is givea.

More Syrian i;uwm

(Corresp:ndence of the London News.)
BerrouT, June 23.

Affairs in this province are looking
blacker and blacker. Yesterday we bad the
fearful mews of the village Deir el-Kamar
being sacked, burnt, and every " Christian
male (0 the number of two thousand and
more, being put to the swoid by the Druses,
who a fortnight before hiad disarmed them,
in cold blood The women aud children
were allowed to escape, and reached the
mouth of the Damoor river, balf way bet-
ween this and Sidon, yesterday ; whence
they were brought up last night and this
morning, to the number of 1,100, by H. B.
M. ships Gannet aad Mohawk. Of the
men of Dier-el-Kamar, not more than thiry
bave escaped. The town iz all burnt. The
refugees say that the Turkiel soldiers sided
with the Druses, helping them to batcher
the people, and that they, the Sultan’s troops,
were Lhe only people who insulted the wo-
men, of whom not a few met with the worst
treatment by them

Beyroat itself is in a panic to-day.

This morning early a Moslem was killed
in a quarrel with a christian, sad the Mos-
lem population flew to arms directly, declar-
ing that unless the murderer was found and
given up to them, not a Christian should be
left alive in the place. The culprit has not
yet been found, and we are in anything but
an enviablestate, although we certainly bave
men-of-war enough in the roads to biow the
place to pieces. A Turkish line of batile
ship, with 2,000 troops on board, arrived
this morning from Coostantinople. These
are far more than enough to prevent any
disturbance whatever. Bat the question 1
whether the wili to prevent shedding of
Cbristian blood exists among the Turkish
authorities. After what has bappened at
Dier-¢l-Kamar, Zableb, Tezzin, Hasbeiya,
Sidon, and other places, how 18 it possible (o
put any faith in tbe promises, protests, or
oaths of the Tarks ?  Yesierday the Consul-
General offered to land 200 mea from the
Russian and English men-of-war, in order
to restore confidence to the place; but the
Turkish authorities would not listen to it for
a moment, protesting that such would be an
infringement of the Sultan’s rights To day
matters are worse. My own opinion is that
the Turks wish so to disgust both the
Cousuls and other Europeans, that all may
take refuge on board the ships of war, and
then pot a native Christian will be left to
tell the tale throughout Syria. We have in
barbor, of English ships Ezmouth, 90 ; the
Gannet, 11 ; and the Mokawk, gunboat. Ot
Freoch, the Zendbie, 50, and Sautinelle, 10 ;
besides a large Russian frigate of 60 guns
and a Tu kish lice of battle ship, There is
to be a meeting at four o'clock, P. M. to-~
day, at the English Consulate, of the com-
maonders of ships of war, the Turkish Gene-
ral, aud the Consuls-Genperals, to concert
measures for the safety of tbe town. Ose
good thing is that the General who has ar-
rived in commaond of the troops is a Chris-
tian, Kemed, the Hungarian, who bebaved
so well at Kars. Tbhis bas inspired the
Chbristian population with more coafidence,
bat truth compels me to say that we are still
sitting on a volcano, which way at any mo-
ment break out. If the Moslems were to
rise, and the Turkish troops to behave well,
all would go right, but unfortunately, Mos-
lems will never act against Moslems, never
at any rate on behalf of Christians,

The business at Beyrout is at a standstill ;
all the specie of the Ottomam Bank has
been sent on board the Ezmouth, and in the
streets hardly a soul is to be seen.

4 P. M.—As I write news has been
brooght in that the murderer of the Moslem
bas been caught. He isa Christian and has
been convicted on Christian evidence, and
will be execated at sunset. This will great-
ly allay the excited state of the Moslems,
and it is to be hoped that we shall get over
the night without a disturbancét
I cannot close this letter without bearing
testimony to the energy and judgment shown
by Mr. Moore the English Consul General

ever since troubles began in these parts
Everybody in the place will agree with me
in this, and it is but right tv bear witness of
the truth. 1 may add that we are fortunate
in all our five Consuls Generals, of whom
being the semior, Mr. Moore acts as Presi-
dent.

I hope to write & few lines to-morrow by
her Majesty's ship Gannet, which leaves for
the Piraeus at daylight. Those who have
friends in Syria may, I think, rest assored,
that so far as personal daoger to the Euro-
peans is concerned the worst is now over.
Still cold-blooded murders of disarmed Chris-
tians by Druses may be counted by thous-

Lebanon have been burnt out of house and
bome. The Turkish Government has inno
single case behaved with anything like jus-
tice towards the Christians, and in cvery one
of the great batcheries the Turkish troops—
often the officials themselves—have belped.
1 state it advisedly, and with a four years
knowledge .of this province that the Tark-
ish troops apd Turkish officials are far more
dreaded in Syria than the Druses themselves,
and | feel confident that until. and unless
tbere is a landing of European forces in
this place—even if they remamn but a few
weeks —confidence will not be restored to
Lebanon and Syria If any commission
‘is to settle the affairs of this province, Euro-
peans must form a part of that commission,
else the Christians will regard it as a mere
farce, and I cannot wonder at their doing so.
This very day, with 2,500 Turkish troops at
their disposal, the authorities, by their weak-
ness and vacillation, very nearly caused the
massacre of some 40,000 Christians. In fact,
from first to !asi, had the Government wish-
ed and planuned the extinction, of the Chris-
tian population, European and native, from
end to end of Syria, tbey could not have act-
ed in a manner more likely to atiatn that
end than they bave.

We take tbe following from the Levant
Herald of the 4th July :—

We have received a telegram (rom Smyrna
dated July 2, announcing the arrival of the
Syrian steamer, and giving the following in
advance of her arrival bere:

The steamer left Beyrout on the 23d of
June and reports that at that time the panic
among the Christian population had become
general. Nearly the whole of the Frank
inhabitants, and as many of the native Chris-
tians as could, had taken refuge on board the
Eoglish, French and Russian men of war in
the roads. Her Majesty’s steamer Exmouth
bad embarked the cash, books and personnel
of the Ottoman Banok, and as many of the
other English residents as possible. Inad-
dition to this, parties of marines from the
British, French and Russian ships bhad land-
ed to assist in maintaining order in the town.
At Damascus the Christians were also in a
state of panic, and Abd-el Kuder had come
forward to use bis influence for their protec-
tion.

The following letter from Abd-el-Kader,
to the Birggis Barys (Eagle of Paris,) has
interest at the present crisis :

Glory to God !—I have been delighted by
ell that you have written in the Birggison
the subject of the Mussulman States. You
have in truth given good advice, and you
would be heard if you bad spoken to the liv-
ing, but it is to the dead that you have ap-
pealed. You bave based your remark on
two points. Yon might bave mentioned a
third, and said that truly Mussulman spver-
eigns love the conduct of hopest men, and
follow their footsteps in the ways of justice
and contempt of worldly goods, for it is on
high that_little ones should look for an ex-
ample. Alas we are far enpugh from do
ing 80 ; the present state of the Mussulman
and Christian Empires, everything that is
taking place to-day, was predicted by Mo-
bammed in his gime, and that is what
gives such authority ¢o his prophecies. He
bas announced the anuihilation  of the
Chosroes, and therggare no more Chos-
roes; he bas so ssid that the Christian
Kings should maintain themselves in pow-
er till the end of time; and that the sov-
ereigns- of his people should be abandon-
ed of God by reason of their injustice and
love of the world's good ; lastly, he bas
said that the world shall not end till the
Christians have become the majority of the
human race. And that event cannot fail to
arrive, because, as Mislam, the aothorized
interpreter of Mobammed, has said they
have, above all, four qualities which ensure
their future success—clemency_in victory,
obstinancy in defeat, energy in retaliation,
and charity to the poor, the -weak, and the
bereaved, I will add, of myself, thut they
join to these gifts one still greater, viz., in
withdrawing themselves in case of necessily
from the injustice and oppression of their
kings

| weep, O my God, for the anaibilation
of l:lamism. We are from God, and to
Him we retara.

A: this moment dreadful diserder pre-
vails among the Maronites and Druses.

CLARKE, BUNTING, NEWTON AND WATSON.

Wesleyan Metbodism has had some ad-
mirable model men—good illustrations of
whbat is eaid elsewhere, this week,-on the in-
fluence of leading minds in the Chirch. An
impornant fact is it, that its greatest charac-
ters bave been its greatest examples of la-
bour, of humility, and self-sacrifice.

We refer not now toits founders, for they
might be considered exceptional on account
of their peculiarly exceptional circamstances.
Baut the fact is equally striking, if we look
at the Wesleyan leaders who have given
Methodism its latest developments. Four
such men are pre-eminently historical,
Adam Clarke, Jabez Bunting, Robert New-
ton, and Richard Watson.

They all entered the ministry before the
end of the last century; they &ll saw the
worst discords and disruptions of Wesleyan
Methodism, beginning with those severe agi-
tations which immediately followed the
death of Wesley ; and Bunting and Newton
lived to sce the very last secession yet re-
corded.

Model men were they, we repeat, for all
our commanding men. Excepting the tem-
porary dispate between Clarke and Watson
on the theological question of the ¢ Eternal
Sonship,” no example, we will not say of
discord, but of important dissent, was ever
set by them before the people. They loved
Methodism as they loved thcir own souls ;
they saw the necessity of brotherly barmony
between themselves, in order to maintain 1t
among the people; they saw that it would
be a terrible thing for them to fall out by the
way while the gaze of millions was upon
them. '

No men in the connection travelled,
preached, or laboured barder than they, for
their common cause. More than any other
individual men ot Conference, they wrought

founded its modern missionary organization,
and left it the greatest institugion of the kind

throughout the crisis, not only to-day, but

in the Protestant world. They founded

ands, and twenty thousand Christians of |

out the great mission of that cause. They |/

pearly all its Edueational establishments,
especially its ministerial schools. They
formed most of its great funds for the
preachers, chapel building, etc.

They worked together in a!l these, and
other great nterests, ltke one man. The
blu;:l;:pin) of each of them has been wniten,
and each narration 1s almost an identical bis-
tory of the same great enterprizes

hese tour men stood hand in hand toge-
ther in every great trial and cvery great
victory of Methodism cduring their lorg
lives. They were usualiy scen on the same
missionary platforms, {rom Londor to Edin.
burgh-

T'heir good sense generally coalesced on
the same measures, in committee or in con.
ference, especially when they saw the pro
bability of discord among their brethren
trom differences among themselves.

They were modest men, notwithstanding
their commanding superiority ; and modesty
and merit not only form a good allitcration,
but express inseparably related ideas. The
wost popular of the four, Robert Newton,
resisted the highest bonors of the Confer.
ence, and when he was at last forced by (ke
votes of that body into its presidency, he
bad to.be literally dragged by his brethren
into the chair. After the death of Clarke
and Watson, Bunting and Newton remainea
the two head men, but not the two head
rivals, of Eoglish Methodism. What it
they had shown themselves mutually jeal-
ous, ambitious of precedence, leaders ot par-
ties 7 What a disastrous inflaence must such
an example have had on the m.nistry and
the people ! Just the reverse was the case.
Jaber Bunting and Robert Newton were
like David and Jonathan; no other two
men of Wesleyan Methodism were person-
ally more attached friends, and no two minis-
terial families were more cordially intimate
than theirs. :

While all these great men were models of
brotherly fellowship and energetic labor for
the common cause, they illustrated, respect-
ively, somewhat distinct lines of example, in
other regards, which arc well wortby ol
imiation by our leading minds.

Bunting devoted bimself especially to
counsel, and his brethren thankiully recog-
nized his success in this direction.

Newton felt himself to be a man of ae-
tion; he was the greatest itinerant in the
world since Wesley and Asbury; wnd in
conformity with the new wants of Method-
ism, his itinerancy was chiefly in reierenas
to missionary collections, church dedica-
tions, etc. ,

Clarke and Watson, while indefatigable
in other labors, devoted themselves to the
providing of an advanced literature for the
Connection—the one in Biblical exegesis,
the other in theology ; but meanwhile ull of
them were continually before the public in
behalf*of the great common interesis of Me-
thodism.

Notbing was more characteristic of -these
leaders than their profound personal piety.

Bunting: was great in all respects, but
perbups his greatest power was in pr: yer.—
His public prayers are better remembered
to-day 1 England than bis public dis.
courses. Newton was rich with unction
and magical with spiritual power. Watson
was even severe in his personal piety, him-
self ¢ crucified” unto the world. .. Ciarke
was a child in his humble simplicity ; his
buoyant religious joyousness ghone about
bim. Never did a man love Methodism, in
its essential characteristics, more than he.
He would have been an exultant martyr for
it.

And, now, what an impression bas the
example as well as the talents of these giant
men left upon Methodism, and indeed vpon
the whole English world !

And ask yourself one other question,
thoughtful reader : What would that im-
pression be bad they been wrangling com-
petitors, seli-seckers, official ploters, and
counter-plotters? They would .have de-
moralized Methodism, and left it a scandal
in their country. God give us: great man,
but only on one condition—that they shall
be as humble as great !
