You will like the construction of
the CC-21 Stoper. It is an all-steel
drill, made up largely of drop forg-
ings. The cylinder is a deep forging,
and no bushings are used. One throttle
controls the entire operation of the
drill, it is arranged so that the drill
can be operated under light pressure
when starting the hole. The air feed
is rugged and substantial; and it is
carefully balanced so that the drill
rotates easily.
