TIE CURRENCY QUESTION.

The following is the plan proposed by
the Goverament to solve this very im
portant question. :

" I take this opportunity of making the
| statement, with reference to the Ksti
mates before the House, that we will be
| enabled to provide for the expenditure
on capital, we trust, during the next
vear, by the balances we now have on
hand. On the lst Feburary last, as is
shown by returns laid on the table of the
| House, we had 13,000,000 dols. Out of
| that 4,000,000 dols. have to be paid for
the redemption of securities on the Ist
of July next; 5,000,000 dols. or 6,000,000
dols. will, therefore, be available under
the head of capital account during the
next year, and the Government propose

the issue of Dominion notes. The Gov-
ernment propose to ask that the amount
outstanding, beyond which a note cannot
be issued unless we hold dollar for dollar
in gold, shall be extended from 12,000,000
dols. to 20,000,000 dols.; and the Gov-
ernment propose to ask that whatever
portion of that 20,000,000 dols. they may
find it to the interest of the country to
place in circulation that instead of stand-
ing at 25 per cent. for the first nine
montlis, and 50 per cent on all put in
circulation between the ninth and twelfth
months, that seeurity in gold rnd guaran-
teed securities shall be held for 25 per
cent. of the amount in circulation, 15 per
cent. at least in gold, and the other 10
per cent. in 4 per cent. guaranteed se-
curities. That is the proposition the
Government will ask the Iouse to sup-
port and sustain. With the amount of
gold realised to the extent of our circula-
tion, that will give us probably, sir, 4,000,-
000 dols. inaddition to the 5,000,000 dols.
| or 6,000,000 dols. we now have on hand,
and will relieve us of any necessity of
going into the English market to provide
money for next year, and will enable us
to make up whatever deficiency theve
may be by the aid of the capitalists of
our Domiuion, who have been seeking
for the last nine months, and have not
been enabled to make investments in
Dominion securities. I think that pro-
position will be satisfactory to the coun-
try, and to the capitalists seeking such
investments. Sir, these are briefly the
propositions -that we submit with refer
enge to the income and expenditure
during the period to which I refer, but
if there are any further details I will not
detnin the House with them at present.
We will hava an opportunity of discuss-
ing them hereafter.

THE SERVICE oF 1879-80.
The supplementary estimates for the
year ending the 30th June, 1880, that is
the current year, amount to $1,511,7
which includes $11,000 for immigration
and quarantine, 5,420 tor militia, $1,-
141,560 for railways, $18,700 to cover the
damage to ihe Parliament buildings by
fire and the cost of telephonic service;
public buildings, $97,500; Geological
Museum, $30,000; . Indians, $201,000;
Irish relief fund, $100,000; repairs and
i expenses on canals, $42,000;
Dominion lands, emigration pamphlets,
&e., $19,600. It will be perceived that
such items as the Irish relief fund, the
firo at the Parliament buildings, the
rolling stock for the new River Du Loup
branch, the Geologicul Museum, the
Indian assistance expenditure and many
items of miscellanenus expenditure arve
accidental, and will not be repeated, and
those, when added together, greatly
reduce the amount of the supplementary
estimates.

INTURESTING STATISTICS,

The Report of the Minister of Agricul-
ture was recently laid on the table of
the House of Commons. The cattle
trade with the British Isles was carried
on during the past year with increased
briskness and with great advantage to
shippers, their stock being free from the
effects of the slaughtering clause of tle
Imperial Government. ‘The number
exported through Canada during the
year 1878, as given by Mr. C. U. Chand-
ler, of Montreal, was 690 horses and
mules, 18,658 cattle, 41,250 sheep, and
2,027 swine, and that number included
a very large proportion of American
cattle bought by Canadian shippers or
shippad by Amevican dealers.  The
number exported through the Canadian
ports during the present year was:
Cattle 24,682 sheep 79,0853 and swine
4,745 ; comprising only Canadian cattle.
In addition to these Professor Mcl:
ran reports other shipments of Canadian
cattle via Boston, muking a total in all
of 25,000 cattle, 80,332 sheep, and 5,385
swine, representing £3,197,406 brought
into Canada by this trade during the
year. ‘The horses and mules shipped in
1879 were 460.

RAPID DISAPPEARANCE OF THE
SURPLUS. :

In the course of some remarks in fhe |
House of Commons on Friday last, Mr.
Alex. Mackenzie said: “The Ontario
Government was refusing aid to railways |
in consequence of the rapid disappear—
ance of t‘}m surplus.” The Ontario
Josition has been calling attention for,_a
{ung time past to the fact that the *pe=
form " Government were making ducss
and drakes of the careful ezonomies of
the Sandtield Macdonald regime. The
public has been warned time and again
that the treasury was well nigh empty,
and many were compelled to admit that
such was the fact. But the * Reform™
ministry and press met the charges with
explicit denials. Mr. Mowat gave re-
peated assurances that the surplus was
still intact. On December 12th, 1878,
speaking at Woodstock, he said: “ We
still had at that date (December 3lst
1877), to be disposed of as the people
of this country might from time to time
think best, a surplus of nearly five
mullions of dollars.” This statement
may be found on page 17 of his printed
speeches, issued under his supervision
from the Globe office. A little more
than two years have elapsed, and Mr.
Mackenzie is found to declare that the
“rapid disappearance of the surplus ™
has compelled Mowat to poll up, and re-
fuse any more grants to railways. But Mr.
Mowat could find money enough tospend
upon the erection of new parlinmentary
buildings, which could have been very
well done without. He could find money
to squander on whiskey, cigars and
corkscrews to give the * reform’’ Lieu-
tenant-Governor a private outing to
Manitoba. It did not deter Mr. Crooks
from asking for the expenditure of $30,-
