One of the latest laws promulgated 
by Ontario’s Minister of Education re­
quires that public school inspectors 
must attend a school to be opened in 
Toronto. As inspectors receive such 
large salaries they won’t mind the little 
item of expense involved in this.

The duties of all Public School in­
spectors will be materially increased. 
At regular intervals they will be cal­
led upon to meet the Trustee Boards 
and fully discuss all educational 
tera, and at least once in each 
they must call a public meeting in each 
township and invite trustees and rate­
payers.

The possibility of securing extensions 
of teachers' certificates is to be made 
much more remote, 
school can avail itself of an extended 
certificate it must submit to the De­
partment a statement from the Board 
and inspector showing the efforts made 
to secure a qualified teacher and the 
salary offered. It will then be 
sary to advertise a second time, and, if 
able offer a higher salary. No in­
spector can in future grant an exten­
sion of certificate without the approval 
of the Minister of Education.
