‘TEACHERS' PAY.

Figeres Given in Report of Minister
of Education,

Toronio despateh: .'\m-(-('(lin;_- 1o the
report of the Minister of Education, is-
sied to-day, school teachers throughout
the Province are getting higher salaries
than they did a,year ago. In urban
schools  tne average salary for male
is ¥1,000, and increase of $14
over 1909, and for female teachers $532,
an increase of §16. In rural schools the
1ers has in-
being now $484, Female
teachers in these sehools are réceiving
$17 more, the average being $399.  Ihe
total amount expended in Public Schools
(huing 1910 was $17,321,230.  This

on 5,413 schools, with a total school pop-
ulation of 401,248, The expenditure on
Scparate schools was ¥820.184.80, & num-
ber of schouls being 467, and the school
population 55.034. There are 145 colegi-
ates and high schools in the Provinee,
with 820 teachers and 33,101 pupils, The
total expenditure on them was $1,621,635.
The growth of urban communities in the
Provinee is well illustrated in the sta-
tistics of Frontenae of urbzn and rural
schools, During the year covered by the
report there was an inerease of 6,078 pu-
pils in urban schools, and a decrease of

creased ¥22,

2097 in rural schools, Of the total en-

relied, 47.55 per cent. of pupils are
urban scliools, an increase for the year
of 102 per cent. Forty yvears ago the
urban schools supplied only about eigh-

BUT FEAR WAR

U. 8. Peace Commission Discussed in
Imperial Parliament.

Statements by British, French and
German Ministers.

Germany Increasing Her Army by Ten
Thousand Soldiers.

London, Feb. 27.—The Americau sug-
gestion for the appointment of a British
Peace Commission to act with similar
commissions of other countries in the
furtherance of the, principle of arbitra-
tion and international accord has been
brought to the front in a letter written
by Sir Edward Grey, in reply to an in-
quiry on the subject from Mr. Duncan
Vernon Pirie, M.P,, a member of the
Council of the Interparliamentary Un-
ion. The British Foreign Secretary said
Ambassador Whitelaw Reid conferred
with him in December, when he informed
him that this Government had the deep-
est, interest ip the plan for an inter-
national agreement, and for this purpose
would be prepared to enter upon a frank
and - full exchange of views with the
United States Government on the sub-
ject. and to lend gupport to any well-
considered and practical proposition that
might be put forward by the American
Government,

Sir Edward added that tie British
Government would welcome the joint
resolution of the Nenate and House of
Representatives, and would look for-
ward with sympathetic interest to the
conclusions arrived at by the proposed
commission. If the laiter were ablé to
formulate a plan on definite lines, the
same would ‘receive most friendly con-
eidedation by the British Government.

MILITARISM IN GERMANY,

Berlin, Feb, 2 7-—The Reichstag to-day
passed the second reading of the five-
Year military bill, which is designed to
strengthen the army gradually by more
than 10,000 eoldiers, There was no op-
position to the bill. except on the part
of the Bocialists,

General Voy Heering, Prussian Min-
ister of War, said the question had been
under careful consideration for many
Vears. The greatesy progress Germany
has made in the fast forty yvears, he
asserted, was largely due to universal
military service.

Herr Bassermdn. the National Liberal
leader. said that ideal universal peace
could not be realized in the near fu-
ture. Franee continueq arming. Britain
showed a tendeney to increase her army
and introduce universal military &ervice,
and the United States was developing
n an imperialist direction and was,
he declared. adding a big navy to her
commercial fleet.

Various ather speakers referred.sym-
pathetically to disarmathent. Herr
Speck, Clerical, said that the ideas of
disarmament and international arbitra-
tion must not be regarded as Uptopian.

Dr. Otto Weimer, Progressive, de-
manded that the Reichstag seriously dis-
cuss the problem of disarmament. and
Herr Korfanty, a Polish representative,
said that Germany should have accepted
England’s disarmament overtures. and
not have rejected them with'a wave of
the hand.

FRENCH SOCIALIST LEADER MOVES

Paris. Feb, 27 The peace advocates
in the Chamber of Deputies returned to
the charge to-day. On January 16 the
Chamber sent to the Committee on For-
eign Affairs the resolution of the So-
cialist leader, M. Jaures, inviting Franee ;
to join the movement, begun by the
United States. to make {reaties of arbi-
tration with all foreign ecountries. This
resolution was opposed by M. Pichon,
the Foreign Minister. The Socialist
Deputy, M. Sembat. to-day submitted
a motion inviting the Government to
open pourparlers with the powers, par-
ticularly Great Britain and Germany,
with a view to the simultaneons limita-
tion of armaments, and jn the meantime
suspend the construction of warships
advocated by the Minister .of Marine
on February 21.

Mr. Pichon opposed this as futile. He
decldred that the time was not ripe
for such action, and that a step of
this kind would seriously endanger the
defences of France. The question had
been thrice shelved at The Hague.
President Taft, he continued. a great ad-
vocate of arbitration, had declared that
the American navy must be developed.
Germany similarly held strong defences
as the greatest guarantee of péace at
present. The motion was rejected by
352 to 159.

Eventually the Governihent accepted
a motion inviting co-operation with the
other powers with the object of secur-
ing discussion at The Hague of the ques-
tion of siinultaneous disarmament. This
was adopted by 447 votes to 56,

Wants Police to Have Authority to
Raid Disoraerly Houses,

Ottawa, Feb. 27.—Some strengthening
of the Criminal Code was suggested to
Sir Wilfrid Laurier this morning by Kev.
Dr. Shearer. He asked that the Govern-
ment should amend the act in order to
g ive city police the same authority to
raid disorderly houses that they have to
raid gambling houses. At present a dis-
orderly house can only be raided on the
authority of a warrant authorizing
search  for liquor, which it has been
charged is on unlicensed sale at such a
place. He asked for another amendment
to put an end to the acceptance of straw
bail. Dr. Shearer declares that at pre-.
sent the surety of persons of no ac-
court is accepted for the reappesrance
of offenders.

JAPAN TREATY

Japan to Continue the Limitation of
Jap Emigration.

Twelve Years' Tariff Agreement With
the United States.

Washington, Feb. 27.—The new Japan-
ese treaty, the text of which was pub-
lished here to-day, and “which is now
pending Dbefore the Senate, comprises
eighteen articles. Most of these cover
subjects already treated in the existing
oconvention, though in many instances
the language of tie articles is changed
Lv make the provisions conform to mcd-
ern conditions. Perhaps ihe mosy im-
portant feature of the document, wiich,
while not part of the treaty, is attach-
ed to it in conneotion with the coire-
spondence, is the following declaration:

“In proceedling this ‘lay to the signa-
ture of the treaty’ of commerce and
navigation between Japan and the Unit-
€d States, the undersigned, Japanese Am.
bassador in Washingron, duly authorized
by his Government, has the power to de-
clare that the Imperial .Japanese (ioy-
ernment are l’ull_r prepared to maintain
with equal effectiveness the limitation
angd control which they have for the pasy
three yearas exercised in regulation of
tie emigration of laborers 1o the United
States. (Signed) Y. Yuchida. Feb, 21,
1911.» &

It is provided that this treaty shall
supersede the treaty of 1894 when iy be-
comes operative on July 17, 1911, and
that it shall remain in force twétve
Years. At the end of twelve vears the
treaty also continues operative unless
Six monthe’ notice to the contrary is
given. Ratification must be rx(-lm.;:qml
in Tokio not later than three months
from the present date ‘an important
Provision in connection with its consid-
eration before Conguess).

Presbyterians Propose Federal Union |
of All Protestant. Bodies.

Instead of a Unton of the Presbyterian |
and Other Churches.

Toronto despatch: The union of the |
Methodist Congregational and Presbyter-
ian Churches on the hasis at present
proposed did not find favor at the meet-
ing of representaiive ministers and lay-
men of the Presbyterian churches of
Toronto and other centres held in St.
Andrew’s Church schiooi room yester-
day to discuss the probiem. A federal
union embracing all Protestant bodies.
each branch to preserve its identity and
autonomy was adviced instead,

The argument urged against the or-

ganic union of the three churches named L

was its limitations. It was pointed out
that by means of a federation of all
the Protestant Churches greater results
could be obtained towards the solution
of the social problems in the large cities
and the prevention of overlapping ig the
home and foreign mission fields than
could be obtained through the union of
merely three denominations.

There was aboug 50 in attendance at
the meeting. Rev. D. McLeod. of Barric.
presided, and Rev. A. H. M gillivray.
of Weston, acted as secretary.  Tae local
clergy were well represented and among
those from out-of-town points were
Principal McKay, of Vancouver. Rev.
Dr. Smith, of St. Catharines, and Kev.
R. Gi. Macbeth. of Paris.

After considerable discussion a strong
organization. was effected, to be known
as “The Presbyterian Association for
the Federal Union of the Churches.” A
tenative statement was adopted as an
indication of the direction the move-
ment would take. *The election of of-
ficers was deferred until an adjourned
meeting  to be held in St Andrew's
school room next Thursday afternoon
at 1.30.

In the statement it is se! forth that
because of history. traditions. sentiments
and convicions, which had become a part
of their nature, the time ha< not arrived
when the various evangelica! branches
of the Protestant Church could give up
their name and identity without much
needless injury. It is held that 5 fed-
eral union, where each body would pre-
serve its autonomy and be ailowed to
carry on its work in a way best suited

AGAINST RAILWAYS

Interstate Commerce Commission Al-
lows No Rate Increase.

Washington, Feb, 27 The Interstate
Commerce Commission has mmnixnoublyl
decided against the railroads in the im-
portant increased freight rate cases that
have been pending for several monlhs.}
The decision of the commission is sw eep-
ins beyond all anticipation, even by the
shippers. It declines to allow a single
increase by the 600 ¢r more railroads
in the East and Middle West. It throws
aside as unsubstantinted the contention
of the railroads that they must have
increased revenues to mcet the increased
cost of equipment and operation. and by
its decision cuts off between $50.000.-
000 and $60,000,000 a vear in revenue
which the railroads had expected to re-
alize from the proposed increases,

The commission orders the carrieis to
cancel the proposed increases by March
10, and notifies them that in the event
of failure an order will be entered con-
tinuing the present rates for two yoars,
thig prc\'euu’ng the carriers from mak-
ing any changes in that period. The
railroads may now appeal to the newly-
created Commerce Court, and it is the
opinion of many of their lawyers that
this step will be tauken,

sification territory and in the territory

Ottawa despatch: According to a
reply given In the Commons to-day
by Hen, Mr. Fielding, to a question by
My, David Henderson, there will e
no Royal Commission appointed to in-
vestigate the affairs of the Farmers
Bank, and_the Government does noc
think it will be wise public poliry
1o relieve the shareholders from doubie
liability, “The Government,” said Mr.
Fielding, “have no reason to doubt that
the exercise of the powers given to tha
ligidators. and the proceedings now
engaging the attention of the Courts in
Justice in Toronto, will lead to a full in-
véstigation into the disclosure of all the
affrirs of the bank. Should anything
arise later to indicate that the invest:-
guiion is insufficient, the question as tn
appointing 2 Royal Commission can be
further considered. The Government
deeply regrets that a number of peo
ple. who are not well able to bear the
loss, are likely to suffer from the fa
ure of the bank, but, in the judgment .t
the Government, it would not be wise to
exerapt them from the provisions of e
banking act.”
