ROOFED BARN-YARDS.

I. is in my opinion a succes3ful
way of making manure to make it
in a covered yard ; good manure can
be made without question by heap-
ing in open space and forking over
occasionally, but with less care a
vevter product is likely to be the
average result when made under
cover, whether enough better to pay
the cost of the ehelter is perhaps an
open question ; if the shelter were
ooly for the manuie, the balance
might be struck ngainst it; and if
no coarse stuft goesinto the manure
pile (it ie singular advice of one
writer that it should not) the balaace
would certainly be against i.

Bu% the cattle may enjoy this
shelter and profit by it, sinc: it gives
to them ‘a larger (reedom to move
about without exposure to storms or
ccld; and with the aid of their
tramping a very considerable addi-
tion may re made to the value of
the manure of the yard by working
into the excrements the straw or
otber coarse stuff which, nnder con-
ditions thav may often prevail, can-
cot be profitatly fed, there must, of
course, be 80 much of such material
that the animuls will not be injured
by tco much wetness under foot.
This coarse stuff putdirectly on the
iand is worth very little for feitiliz-
ing ; when more or less decomposed
in a well-aired mixture with animal
excrements, it 18 worth much more.
—New Yo'k Tribune.

FARM WORK FOR WINTER.

It was ona advantage cf 1ihe old-
Lime systen of farm work tha; it
made plenty for the farmer to do in
Winter. If notbiog else there was
at least always the clearicg of Lhe
fores ; and ils preparation for cuiti-
vation to be done. It did not pay
much, but it increased the value ol
the faim, acd so indirectly gave
better wages than one farmer in 10
can now make. It is the do-noil-
ing policy in Wiater that is ruining
thousands of larmers. They simply
consume all they produce in Sum-
mer. To get ahead urder such plan
of operation is simply impossible.
Every farmer shonld by feeding
stock or in some o:iher way calcuiate
to earn something in Winter. If
more farmers did this, farming
would be more profitable than it 1s.

SPRINGS.

It is almost a universal notion that
a spring which issues from the earth
of its own accord, and which gener-
ally looks crystal clear, must be pure,
but, though the water has .been
filtered by passing down through a
stratum of earth, it must be remem-
bered that there are two hundred
and fifty times as mucb carbonic acid
in the soil as there is in the air, and
that the waler becomes aerated with
it, and this aids in dissolving various
subetances,  and consequently
springs ccme to have a great variety
of chendical ronstituents in widely
varying amounts. The strata
through which water passes deter-
mipe its purity or impurity, and the
eame want of sanitary care that
wou!d contaminate a well, wiil just
as suvely polluteaspring. Typhoid
fever bas been directly traced to
contaminated springs.

The digestion of any animal must
be looked after carefully, bat in case
of sheep is even of more importarce
if pcssible, than with other animala.

All
substitutes are an abomination and
their usetakes just that much from
the wool industry of the country.

In cooking potatoes for the nens
do not use the water in which they
are boiled to scald the barn. Turn
it off, and use c'ear water if any-
thing more is needed than is devel-
oped by mashing the pntatoes.
Potlatoe-water is anot wholesome or
cleanly and may even be ponisonous.

Many poultry keepers are using
the little hand mils for grinding up
green bones for tueir poultry.
There is no doubt that the fowl re-
lish them very much, aund that they
are good for them. Whether it pays
for the labor of grinding thewm or
not, is another question. Good
clover furnishes lime at the rate of
2 3-4 ounces to the 100 pounds of
clover, and they like good, bright,
well cared hay.

Poultry should have a chance t>
get out and excicise a little every
dav. while the sun is out, Even a
small yard is better than confiremen
to the house. That they may have
their run when the ground is cover-
ed with snow there should be a small
shed that they c2n go into.

Do not try to keep 300 hens in
the same space where it proved pro-
fitable to keep 50, or 1o keep them
without devoting more tiwe to them
than was given to the smaller flock.
Many a poultry keeper has learned
in that way that a fewhens pay wel,
but it is eusy to lose money in k-ep-
ing a iarge flock.

SMOKING MEATS.

In order to emoke a small quan-
tity of meat, where tte party has
Lo smokebouse, a cheap but gocd
arniangement for smoking hams or
shoulders, accordicg to the Faimers’
Review, can bé made by the use
simply of atbox acd bariel. The
box should be ahout 18 inches high
and wide enough for a barrel to eit
01 it when it 18 turncd botlom gide
up on tle ground. Cut a bole 6
inches square in the bottcm near
one end—cuat a door place 1 foot
wide and 6 foches deep in the upper
edge of the o'her end of the bux.
Theu p'ace it in position on the
ground anl set the barrel, from
which both heads have been remov-
ed, over the hole in the botlom—
bu: which is now the top—of the
box, suspend the meat from sticks
acrose the topof the baird, and
cover with a blanket or cacvas to
retain the smoke.

The swmoke can be made in an
iton vessel just inside the doorway
cut in thee..d, Thisopening should
be clozed with a board to prevent a
a draft, which would cause the mat-
erial to btlaze. Iickory chips fur-
nich the best material for smoking
mea!s, but corn ecubs are good.
Any sach terrporary and combust-
itle arrangement, of course, needs
close care and watching to prevent
i:8 taking fire, »ut with reasonable
cara tbe danger is small. Never
a'tempt to smoke meats in a barrel
‘rside of any bailding. A neighhor
of tha wft?r, a few years since, lost
an expensive barn from its taking
fire from & barrel arrangersent for
sxoking. In smoking in a barrel
or hogshead, with the fire in the bot-
tcm teere is alvaya dapger of fire
from the drippings of the mea! upon
it. In the box and barrel arrange-
ment above described, all such dan-
ger is avoided.

LAMPAS.

Every veterinary surgeon knows
well the oft-repeated remark of the
horsekeeper that his * horse is off
bis feed and wants his lampas bhu:n-
ed down.” The lampas, as Mayhew
stales, is an imsgirary disease, al-
though the groom considers it con
sists in an enlargement associated
with congéstion of the palate bars,
which force them below the level of
the incisor teetb.  This digposition
of the bars is natural, and can be
poticed in any yonng horse’s mou‘h
the reader may choose to inspect.
This imaginary dicease is usually
thought to exist among young horses
and more particolarly in those taken
from grass and for the firs\ time per-
manently located ic a stable. Is it
to be wondered that such sadden
change of food from juicy grass to
dry todder should interfere with the
general well-belng of the equine
system, that the sappetite shou'd
becomo impaired, or in other wor’s
that the horse should be ‘¢off his
feed 7’

When a young horse is * cfl his
feed,” the groom usually cpens his
animal’s mou'h, and roticing the
beautifcl arrangement of the pslate
bars he at oncs diagnoses the im-
aginary disease, lampas, and as
often seeks their removal by the
Jlancet »¢ red-bp: iron, both which
operations are injuriou¢, and conse
