THE 'BUURUUUNE' DISASTER.

About sixt) miles south ul Sable la- 
laud ou alvudey morning July 4, at five 
o'clock, when u dense log picvaileil, the 
Flench itesnisbip ‘La Buuigugoe,' of 
about seven thousand ton*, with eight 
hundred iwseetiger» and ctew, fiuin New 
York to Havre, came Into collision with 
the iiun satliug ship • Crumaitjshire,' of 
lifteeu tiuudied tons, Ihe steamship 
iuimedlately sinking ami taking down 
with lin six hundred liver, only a 
hundred and seventy of lier passengets 
audlbiityuflicrcii.lv being saved by 
Ihe sailing ship, which picked them up. 
These, in a few words, are the main facts 
of ihe story uf one of I lit worst marine 
dieaeteie of tin* year, whose rec ml is an 
it-usually bad one already. T liera were 
ou hoard flour Montreal seven tiaseengctf, 
six wotueii and one uian, liesldes a family 
of Ibiec. father, son and daughter, 
named Strauss, from Belgului, who 
booked in Montreal. A* only one women 
was saved, whose name and lendeoce is 
known, it seems vet lam that the 
Moulinai (wasengers were all among the 
victims of the disaster. It will be 
tin possible to parcel out blame or tirais» 
justly until an investigation is belt), for 
already, stories, which, in mijwrtant 
.xiliils are coiilrinlictory, like that at to 
whether log signals were kept guiuu by 
tbe steamship, bave been pubtSheil. 
Tbe most aulbenlle story, that of tbe 
captain it the 'Cromartyshire,'i«, how­
ever, to tbe effect that the fog whistle of 
the ‘ Bourgogne' we* heetd, but too 
shortly befoie she came in eight through 
the fug to avoid tbe collision, and that 
tbe Mearner seemed to Ire going full speed 
st about eighteen or twenty hoot* an 
hour. The speed of bis owe veswl 
under «borteneo «ail was only six nr 
eight Knots, and bis fog horn bed been 
blown reguhttly. An officiel exanJoettou 
of tbe engineets end tbe members of tbe 
• Bourgogne"»' crew who were eeied will 

reveal the facts a* to whetherprobably i 
the ‘ flotthe * Bourgogne's' collision hulkberols 
were closed »( the time ol the collision 
and the reason for lh« rapid sinking of 
tbe big passenger vessel. Hun ici of 
survivors are contradictory ss Ic Ibe 
conduct of Die crew and uuwengera of the 
•Bourgogne,' «/me Jet taring that the 
conduct of both wa* Lad, ami |/oitiling 
in c-rofiimotion ol their sti ry, to the 
(act that only one w .msn wa. ««veil. 
On the other hand, every deck "fficcr 
of the *ie,unship went down with her, 
ami only the purser, who nave.! lmn»elf 
by swimming, is «live, unices ihe three 
engine-era ate counted a. offietl». A 
laige prolHiftioM. however, of the crew 
seem to have »av<d tbcuiselve», whether 
by fair means ot foul, it appears to be 
generally the case wlieic » «ailing ve**l 
come* into collision with a fwt steamship 
that the .teamen «offer m»t injury— 
generally fatal.
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
