Hardly hail the 
assassin got lo the front milks when, 
drawing a pistol from under his over- 
eon t, lie levelled it at the Emperor. 
Ivmniiissarofi, who had noticed the 
■ i ovement, caught up Ids arm, and 
'tuning the pisol from its aim, caused 
it to discharge in I he air. In another 
instant the assassin, a student named 
Kaniku-iiff. was arrested, and Kom- 
missaioff was lost in the surging crowd.

It is scarcely seven mont! s ago that 

the Czar stood at the door of the Kasan 
cathedral, and giving his hand to the 
officials of I he Empire, said "This is 
the third time that God has saved me.” 
Exact I v thirteen years before, on the 
same dav of the month, lie had knelt in 
that calliedral and ban given thanks to 
the “Holy Mother of God of Kasan” 
Hat through I lie agency of a peasant, 
one Osip Ivanovitch Kommissaroff, he 
had been saved from the assassin’s 
knife.

Osip Kommissaroff was a young man 
of twenty-five, horn ilia village belong­
ing to Baron Kusler, to whom Koinin- issaroff stood in the relation of a libi-r- 
■iteil, annuity-paying serf. Having 
been allowed to go to St. Petersburg 
aud work in a batter’s shop, he rose in

i-vi n ui ly i*oot. The Emperor of 
France quietly ordered the postilions to 
drive on. “ Forward,” said lie, and the 
carriage resumed its usual speed. A 
soldier of ilicCtmis Gardes had ineun- 
" bile i-til l lie iis^isin down. The crowd 
was paralyzed for a moment, and then 
spiling 'orwuril upon the enIprit like 
furnished wolves, and assailed him w ith 
blows, kicks and maledictions. He was 
immediately beaten almost to death. A 
soldier grasped him hv the throat and 
sli-imglt d him, while the enraged people 
seized liiin and beat him till lie fell un- 
vonscious to i lie ground.
