The sawmills are still running
full time, but there is no demand
for lumber. Logs were sold for
$3.50. For a long time they had
! been bringing from $10 to $12 a
[thousand. This will lessen the
winter operations and there will
be fewer wen employed in the
lumber camps

Next in order come 21
doctors, 17 manufacturers, 10
lambermen, 8 newspaper men, 7
potaries, 2 canners, 1 law student,
1 druggist, 1 labor man, 1 real
estate agent (taking it for grant-
ed that Carrick will be elected in
Thunder Bay), 1 live stock export-
er, licensed victualler, and 1 whose
occupation is difficult to gefine.
There are also three stock brokers,
one of whom (RoGolphe Forget) is
elected for two seate. This omits
the Yukon.
