Huntsman, curator of the Marine 
Biological Station at St. Andrews 
to engage in fishery investigations 
on the eastern coast- of Nova 
Scotia.

CLAIMED THAT HE 
CAUSED HALIFAX 

HARBOREXPLOSION
Seattle, June 14—Canadian and 

United States authorities are in­
vestigating, it became known here 
today, an alleged confession of 
Wm. Johnston, Alias N. Primat- 
chenk, that he caused the explos­
ion of the British ammunition 
ships in the harbor of Halifax, in 
1917, resulting in many deaths 
and great destruction in that 
city.

Johnston committed suicide in 
a lonely spot of Bacon Creek, in 
Skagit county, Washington, last 
month.

The alleged confession, federal 
agents said today was made to 
J.R. Coz, a mine watchman, a 
few weeks before Johnston killed 
himself. Cox immediately notified 
U.S. and Canadian authorities 
who have been since conducting 
a careful investigation.

HOUSE GALLERIES 
WERE PACKED

Ottawa, June 14—Amid scenes 
of great excitement the govern­
ment at an early hour this morn­
ing carried its budget proposals 
by the safe majority of 18, and 
thereby dispelled the likelihood of 
an early election.

Throughout the day the de­
bate had proceeded almost list­
lessly, but to crowded galleries, 
and with an undercurrent of tense 
interest. Every gallery was packed 
from early in the afternoon until 
the House divided on the main 
motion at 1.30 in the morning.

Hon. Mr. Crerar and most of 
the Progressives, the two Labor 
members. Woodsworth of Winn­
ipeg Centre and Irvine of East 
Calgary, and Hon. Arthur Meigh- 
en, with all his Conservative fol­
lowers present, voted against the 
budget. Liberals as was expected, 
all voted for it. In neither the 
Liberal nor the Conservative 
ranks were there any switches.

The vote on the main motion 
came after a division on the 
Diayton amendment, which 
sought to censure the government 
for flagrant violation of pledges 
amounting to disregard of political 
honor tending to lower the stand­
ard of public fife-

This was declared defeated by 
a majority of 118, namely against, 
169 fqr, 51. The amendment had 
the solid support of Conservat­
ives. Liberals voted solidly ag­
ainst it. Five Progressives, among 
them being Miss McPhail, voted 
for the amendment, the remain­
der against it.

The two Labor men, Woods­
worth and Irvine, voted for the 
amendment.

Following adoption of the main 
budget motion, the House for­
mally resolved itself into com­
mittee on ways and means, but 
almost immediately afterwards 
reported progress and adjourned.

The budget resolutions will now 
be considered in committee in 
detail.

Fredericton June 14—An appli­
cation has been made at the pro­
vincial secretary’s office for in­
corporation of tiie Journal Pub­
lishing Company, Limited, -St 
John. The intention of the new 
company, which iS capitalized for 
$220,000, is understood to' be, to 
purchase the goodwill, business, 
plant and premises of the St. John 
Standard and to reorganize the 
newspaper and continue it under 
the name of The Daily Journal. 
It is also stated that the paper, as 
continued, will be absolutely in­
dependent in politics, and that 
the gentlemen interested in it are 
business men of the province, who 
think that the time, has arrived 
when more attention should be 
paid to business and less to parti- 
san politics. Some days will 
elapse before the transfer of the 
property is completed, and it was 
stated by a gentleman from St. 
John recently that further plans 
concerning the reorganization 
would be announced later .

RAILWAY WAGES 
TO COME DOWN

Montreal, June 13—Notice has 
been given by the Canadian Rail­
way Association to the represen­
tatives of the maintenance of 
way employes that a downward 
revision of wages paid to such 
workers is in contemplation. The 
association is composed of the 
Canadian National, the Grand 
Trunk, the Canadian Pacific ând 
the various smaller corporations 
and branch lines of United States 
organizations. The. proposal of 
the companies is to reduce wages 
from three to five cents an hour 
from the present rates paid to the 
various classes of labor affected. 
This means a reduction of ap­
proximately of ten per cent, and 
would bring the rates into line 
with reduced wages for similar 
classes of labor in the United 
States coming into effect July 1st.

The notice actually given by 
the association to the men’s rep­
resentatives will make the reduc­
tions effective as from June 10 
next. The men affected include a 
total of about 30,000 men in Can­
ada or about twenty per cent of 
the working force of the lines.
