Libel Suits to be tried.

The libel suits that are to be tried next 
month, says the Globe, are exciting con­
siderable interest in Victoria and Mada- 
waska counties, and in political circles 
throughout the province. One is a suit 
by Hon. John Costigan against Mr. Fred 
LaForest, a prominent barrister of Mada- 
waska county. Mr. LaForest is charged 
with having written some libellous articles 
against Mr. Costigan, which were published 
in L’Evangeline of Digby county. Friends 
of Hon. Mr. Costigan are said to have ans­
wered these with letters to the Moniteur 
Acadien of Shediac, and Mr. LaForest has 
taken action against that paper on the 
grounds that the letters libelled him. In 
both cases heavy damages are claimed. It 
is said the suits will be of an interesting 
nature. The letters which Mr. LaForest is 
said to have written charged Hon. Mr. Cos­
tigan with being false and untrue to the in­
terests of his French constituents. The 
case against the Moniteur Acadien |will 
come to trial first. It is set down for hear­
ing before'Judge Tuck at the court which 
opens in Victoria county in October.

It is not so very long ago that Hon. John 
Costigan and Fred LaForest were very close 
friends, and the outbreak between them is 
somewhat of a surprise. Mr. LaForest is 
well known in Fredericton, having been 
born and educated here.

THE KIRK CHURCH TOWER.

An Excitement Worked Up Without 
Foundation.

The excitement worked up regarding the 
unstable condition of St. Paul's church 
tower is largely without reason, and may 
be traced to a few irresponsible and hot­
headed persons who do not stop to enquire 
into Jhe real facts of the matter. It ap­
pears that the erection of the building was 
commenced in 1882, from plans by archi 
tect J. C. Dumaresq, then of St. John, but 
now of Halifax. After the plans had been 
prepared Mr. Dumaresq was informed by 
the building committee that they wished 
to save the architect’s fees for supervision 
of work, and so the work of building pro­
ceeded without that superintendence. 
Within a few months after the completion 
of the building some defects were noticed 
in the stone masonry, but little or no at­
tention was paid to the matter until a year 
or so after, when th^ trustees finding the 
defect becoming more apparent, wrote 
architect Dumaresq asking his terms for 
visiting and inspecting the building in con­
nection with the defect. He replied, stat­
ing his terms, but instead of sending for 
him the trustees got two engineers to make 
an examination of the work. These men 
represented the workmanship, etc., in good 
and safe condition. The defect, however, 
has been getting worse, and about a month 
or six weeks ago, after the work has been 
standing thirteen years, architect Dumar­
esq was called to make an examination. 
He reported the tower in a somewhat de­
fective condition, requiriflg repairs, and 
suggested what should be done to make it 
perfectly sale and secure without going to 
too much expense.
Following this,other architects and build­

ers were called in, and they figured the 
probable cost of repairs up to $2,000, 
$2,500 and even $3,000. Having in mind
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the fact that Mr. Dumaresq was the ori- 
nal architect, and knew more about the 
matter than any outsider could possibly 
know, and relying on that gentleman’s 
excellent professional reputation, a ma-, 
jority of the trustees last week decided to 
employ him to undertake the repairs, 
which Mr. Dumaresq assures the trustees 
need not cost anything like the sums 
named by other persons. The Herald 
saw Mr. Dumaresq this morning and put 
the straight question to him, -l Do you 
consider the tower in a condition danger 
ous t^the public?’’and his answer was 
“ No, I have no doubt it would stand for 
years, and an altogether unnecessary scare 
Has been worked up over it.” Mr. Du­
maresq expects a competent builder to­
night from Dorchester, and the work of 
repairs will be commenced at once under 
the architect’s supervision, the trustees 
having given him full responsibility in 
the matter as to the employment of men 
and materials. The trustees who have 
decided on the present course, instead of 
being censured, deserve the warm com­
mendation and support of the congrega­
tion, who will back them up in saving a 
large amount of money, in preventing 
what would have been a useless expendi­
ture without achieving any better results 
than those promised by Mr. Dumaresq. 
The tower will be put in perfect condition 
and at a cost very much below the lowest 
figure named by the other builders and 
architects.

It would be well for the newspaper 
which has given so much of its space to­
wards alarming the public as to the con­
dition of St. Paul’s tower, to point out the 
unsafe condition of some buildings on 
Queen street which require attention 
much more than the church tower.

Died Under Chloroform.

William Barratt of Charleston, Carleton 
Co., died in Dr. Frank M. Brown’s office at 
Centreville on the 9th inst. while having 
chloroform administered for the purpose of 
an operation performed on his leg. Early 
last spring he cut his knee, but so unim­
portant did it seem that he neglected proper 
treatment. The usual results followed this 
negligence. Dr. Brown had, however, 
nearly restored him to his usual health, but 
leaving his knee in a stiff condition. To 
have it restored he consented to an oper­
ation. While Dr. Brown, with a medical 
student assisting him, were placing him in 
an unconscious state he very suddenly and 
unexpectedly by looks and heavy breath­
ing showed signs of expiring, which he did 
before the operation was undertaken. Drs. 
Baker and Brown in giving their testimony 
said they had known much more chloro­
form to be administered with no fatal re­
sults, As the public mind was likely to be 
disturbed and false rumors set afloat, Dr. 
Brown insisted on having a coroner’s in­
quest on the remains. Accordingly Coro­
ner Dr. Hagerman was notified, a jury cm- 
pannellcd and evidence taken, with the re­
sult that Dr. Brown and all who assisted 
were exonerated from any blame in conse­
quence of the "fatal result, the patient hav­
ing requested to be placed under the in­
fluence of the drug for the purpose named.
