winter cold sometimes touches the
fifty below zero mark., The snow
blizzard is the only danger of
the mission, and it is no unnsual ex

perience for him to experience &
vigitation of this kind, which en-
dures for & whole month at a time.

So terrible are these storms that
it is impossible to stir from the hut
(or igloo) while they rage, and in
one 0ass, & miner who ventured out
to fetoh logs lying less than fifty
yards from his shack, entirely lost
all sense of his whereabouts and suo

cumbed before help reached him,

At such periods his log-chapel bee
comes & veritable snow~honse. The
snow becomes iocehard and the
priest is forced to eut an entrance
whiob, during the cold weather has
sll the consistency and hardness of
a 8tone struotare.

In summer Father Bernard has a
degree of variety, though not much.
The thermometer then registers on
an average 11 degrees above zsro.
This is not enough, he says, to grow
vegetables, and if your fancy ruups
that way, you have to cunltivate them
a8 near your stove as possible.

The summer in these regions is,
of course, the reverse of the winter,
inasmuch as it is perpetual day, and
the question of deciding exantly at
what lime to turn in becooies a
daily puzzle which gives a little
interest to the deadly routine of the
period In which the E-«quimaux are
most apathetio, for they are winter-
animals by vature and the departure
of ice and snow means the depart
ure of their natural energy and good-
will.

A Wonderful Discovery.

Sir Frederick William Herschel,
a ocelebrated astronomer, was borp
at Hanover, November 15, 1738,
His earlier education was of a very
limited obaracter, but being at all
times an indomitable student, he,
by bis own exertions, more than re-
paired this deficiency of bis youth,
He became a very skilfall musician,
both theoretical - and practical;
while bis attainments as & selfe
taught mathematician were fully
adequate to the prosecutiom of those
branches of astronomy which, by
his labors and genius, he so eminents
ly sdvanced and adorned.

At the age of twenty he went to
Bogland and supported bimself as
an organist and teacher of mausio,
He soon seoured & position as organs<
ist in a ohurch at Bath, and the next
8ix years were spent in establishing
his reputation as a musician, snd he
thereby eventunally became the.leads
ing musiocal anthority in the place.
He soon began reading books on
optiosl instruments, and thus began
edueating bimself for an astrovomer
aod undyiog fs@®.
