Mr. Drumwmosp has introduced a Bill to
abolish imprisonment for debt,
We perceive’ with pleasure that Mr.
Braxg has introduced a bill for the manage-
ment of the Post Office Depertment.
The Court of Chancery(U. C.) Bill pass-
ed on a division of 35 to 5,
The Bill introduced by Mr. Solicitor Ge-
neral BLake relating to Bankruptey in Up.
per. Canada, has been rejected on its second
reading by a vote of 26 to 19.
From St, Louis we learn that the num-
ber of buildings destroyed by the late con-
flagration was four hundred and eighteen—
steamboats twentyfive, and seven printing
oflices. T'heloss is estimated over §6,000,-
000. It isnot yet known how many lives
have been sacrificed ; three persons are
known to have been found in the steamer
White Cloud, and four bodies have been ta-
ken from the ruins. and many more are sup-
pused to have been burried under the walls
of the large stores.
