Preliminary Elections to Prussian 
Diet Returns This Number.

Berlin, June 4.—For the first time 
ill history, the Prussian Diet, hither, 
to tile chief stronghold of the Conser- 
vatic party and reactionists- in Ger­
many, is to be invaded by Social De­
mocracy. The results of yesterday’s 
preliminary elections assure at least 
seven seats to the Socialists, altliougu 
tlie complexion of the diet as a* whole 
will not be changed materially. Both 
Socialist and Radical leaders are in­
dignant at Prince Von Bueiow’s refus­
al to permit reform in’the antiquated 
three-class electoral system, and de­
clare that the election means the 
dawn of a new political era for the 
present system gives the control ot 
the legislature to the two wealthier 
classes. The Socialists of Prussia 
have hitherto been fully excluder! 
from representation, 'notwithstanding 
the fact that they are numerically 
the strongest party, having 1,600,000 
votes. Socialist victories were won 
in Berlin and in tlie districts adjacent 
to this city.

The Premier Speaks.
Premier Rutherford's address- was 

in the nature of an exposition of the 
legislation enacted by the provincial 
government in the interests of the 
people. In his opening remarks he 
referred to the unavoidable absence of 
the minister of public works, Mr. 
Gushing, and said that Mr. Gushing 
had assured him (hat he would avail 
himself of the earliest opportunity to 
visit Stettler. . :

The Premier gracefully referred to 
the presence at the meeting of many 
ladies. It augured well for the pro­
vince when the womn took an active 
interest in public matters.

Not Campaigning.
His was not to be a campaigning 

speech. There were no provincial 
plectimfs ponding. But lie had never 
before been in Stettler, and ho deemed 
it his duty to visit every part of the 
province under the government of 
which he was the head. He would 
confine his remarks to the business of 
the legislature, where1 the money came 
from and how it was expended. He 
spoke of the rapid progress of Stettler, 
which had become known throughout 
the length and breadth of the pro­
vince. He had hoped to be here to 
open the first fair, in answer to an 
invitation from the citizens, but was 
unavoidably called oast. He stated, 
however, later in his address, that he 
would he pleased to avail himself of- 
an invitation to open the next fair, 
which takes place in October. Ho 
remarked that he had heard excep­
tionally good reports of the exhibits 
of stock, grain and roots at the fair 
•last year, even though the year was 
not a favorable one for agriculture.

Generous Arrangement.
Dealing with the grant for t.hp pro­

vince iront the Federal government 
under the Autonomy Aet, he gave 
figures of tlie amounts at present re­
ceived and what the maximum 
amount would be. thus showing that 
tlie financial arrangements made un­
der the Act with the Federal govern­
ment were very liberal. During his 
very interesting address the Premier 
referred to the revenues’derived from 
many sources, including registry 
offices, school land endowments, 
liquor licenses, insurance companies, 
hanks ami other corporations, and 
last, but hot least, the revenue deriv­
ed by tlie taxing of the C.P.R. branch.

Brought C.P.R. to Time.
He stated that the C.P.R. were not 

disposed the first year to pay these 
taxes, hut the next year they found 
they had to, and so paid up for both 
years, the taxes amounting to one 
hundred and twenty-one thousand 
dollars. The Premier’s statement 
that this amount had been received 
from the C.P.R. in faxes was received 
with such huge delight by the large 
audience that the stamping and clap­
ping was almost deafening.

The Premier also referred to the 
country schools and the grants that it 
was possible for them to obtain. He 
also spoke of the legislation that had 
been passed. reducing tlie cost of law 
suits, incidentally remarking that he 
tad learned that there was some dis- 
latisfaction in Stettler. as only one 
day had been allowed for the District 
Aiurt sittings. But he assured the 
Stettler people that if they proved to 
be such a quarrelsome community 
that they required the judge’s pre­
sence for a longer period, the presid­
ing judge would be instructed to re­
main until the business was finished, 
if it took weeks, yes, even months.
