The
mayor was empowered to enagage an
assistant in earrying on the work of
the finance commissioner if necessary.

Kinnaird Replies.

Geo, F.' Kinnaird submitted a com-
munication to the city couneil con-
taining a continuation of the &state-
ments made in his letter of May 2ud,
in reply to the charges of incompefs
ence preferred against him by the com-
mitice appointed to investigate theé
public werks _department of the city.
His letter, whieh was recad to the
council and placed on ftle, read as fol-
lows :—

“I beg to submit’ the following in
continuation of the" statements com-
menced in my letter oi 2nd inst.

Re Canadian-Whits Co. Contract.

“I most emphatically repudiate any
blame in connection with the settle-
ment made on this contract as the
strict letter of the contract was ad-
hered to in every particular. The
trunk sewer wag completed on or
about the 10th day of December, 1907,
and Mr. Tomlineon, 'their engineer
and superintendent,was most insistent
upon a settlement as he wished to get
away, hvm_;z due in Montreal a week
h-‘p > Christmas. The commissionera
pointed out to him that in accordance
with the written agreement payment
could only be made on the ceriificate
of the eity engineer, whose coneclu-
sions on all matfers were to be' ac-
cepted as absolute and final, but on
kis representations that there were
only a few small raatters of difference
between them we acceded to his re-
quest and made an appointment with
the eity engineer to discuss the mat-
ter. The meeting took place in my
office anxd occupied the greater part of
a day, Mr, Hilliam also being ques-
tioned in regard to somé items of tools
and material which were in dispute
between the two enginecers. The dis-
pute, consisted for the most patt of
several items of claim ,on the part of
the company for delay in having to
move their heavy machinery and con-
scquent loss of time and damage to
the machine on the one hand, and the
unfinished condition of the man-hole
steps and a faulty joining at one point
in’ the cement work oi the. sewer on
the other. As far as my recollection
goes the aggregate of the claim and
counter-claim did not exceed $700 and
Mr. Tomlinson insisted with some rea-
som that this was too trivial a differ-
cnee to delay a settlement on a $175,-
000 contract. Mr. Keely estimated the
cost of the man-hole steps and the
levelling of the bad joint in the sewer
to a satisfactory grade at thé sum of
$210 and after Mr. Tomlinson had ac-
cepted the greater part of our claims
for material, ete., it was finally agreed
between them to ofiset this claim
against the company’s claim for de-
lay and damage to their machinery.
After this had been agreed to and the
certificate signed by the engineer I
could only admit that the engineer’s
certificate was a just and valid claim
againat the city. [ insisted, however,
that it should receive the auditor’s
approval before submitting it for pay-
ment. This was done and the audi-
tor’s certification appears on the bill
which was submitted to the eouneil

“The business methods of the com-
miesioners have been unjustly con-
demned in this particular. . As has
been explained in Mr. Pace’s letter no
formal agreement, was executed: npon
the advice of the solicitor, Mr.
Justice Beck, that the company’s
tender and a copy of the formal aec-
ceptance by the city was as valid and
binding and of the same force and
effect. It was only after the modified
terms had been agreed upon this year
that it became necessary to alter this,
and on my initiative the formal agree-
ment embodying the modified terms
was drawn up and executed, The
same specifications in use nowwere
in force under last year’s contract.

General Remarks.

It was gratifying to me to listen to
the manly and straightforward speech
of Alderman Gariepy exoncrating the
commissioners ' from all blame. in
these matters except in two paitieu-
lars, and all the more so as this
speech was delivered before he had
seen or heard my statements or even
was aware that they had been writetn.
In one of these particulars, that of
the Graham contract, I have accept-
ed the full share of all blame that
may lie with me which is indireect
and uncertain in quantity, and there
is no cvidence that the city has
suffered any actual loss in conse-
quence. In regard to the other, that
of the Canadian White contract, I
trust that not only he but all other
fair-minded aldermen and ratepayers
will exonerate me from blame after
hearing my defence, and can only re-
gret that they did not have the oppor-
tunity of weighing the question in this
light before, instead of after, the ver-
dict. Blunders have undoubtedly
been made in our civie business, as
blunders are made in all businesses,
both public and private, but I am
satisfied that any assertion that they
have been unusually numerous or
heavy in the case of our ecity, even
under the exceptional circumstances
under which we are placed, is open to
a great decal of question and it is
manifestly unjust in this case to place
the entire responsibility for such blun-
ders as have occurred upon the shoul-
ders of the commissioners. As far
as I am personally concerned, I can
only blame myself for having under-
taken too much and tried to give too
many matters personal attention at
the expense-of perfect and systematic
thoroughness, for which time was not
always available. The rush of work
was largely responsible for this and
circumstances seem to have forced me
into the undertaking of more work
than justly belonged to my office. 1
do not expeet, or even wish, that the
council will reconsider their decision,
but I would like to point out that,
having accepted my resignation and
elected that my retirement should
come into effect immediately, they are
in common fairness called upon to
make me an allowance for salary com-
pensation, and ing this connection 1
may also mention that I am assessed
for the present - year for the full
amount of an income which will in
all probability be seriously affected
in consequence of their action.”

PREMIER VISITS

He went
thoroughly into the road and bridee
building operations throughout the
surrounding districts, pointing * out
the difficulties with which the officials
had to contend, and which necessarily
hampered operations to a certain ox-
tent. In addition to this, he spoke
of the roads north, east and eouth,
which were considered main arteries
of traffie, and explained why these
had not had money expended upon
them earlier.

and neighboring dist:icts. From this
subject he turned to that of the gov-
ernment telephone system, municipal
and rural, and assured the audience
that these rural telephones would be
jextended in'many directions this year.

Mr. Puffer’s speech was listened to
intently, and when he sat down he
was londly applauded.

The Premier Speaks.

Premier Rutherfo:d’s address was
in the nature of an exposition of the
legislation enacted by the provincial
government in the interests of the
people. In his opening remarks he
referred to the unavoidable absence of
the minister of public works, Mnr.
Cushing, and. said that Mr. Cushing
had assured him that he would avail
himself of the earliest opportunity to
visit Stettler.

The Premier gracefully referred to
the presence at the meeting of many
ladies, It augured well for the pro-
vince when the womn took an active
interest in public matters.

Not Campaigning.

His was not to be a ecampaigning

elections pending.  But he had never
before been in Stettler, and he decmed
it ‘his duty to- visit every part of the
province under the government of
which he was the head. He would
confine his remarks to the business of
the legislature, wheré the money came
from and how it was exnended.

He
remarked that he had heard excep-
tionally good reports of the exhibits
of stock, grain and roots at the fair
last year, even though the year was
not a favorable one for agriculture.
