HOW IT HAPPENED,

'Quake Probably Caused by Rock - s-
placement in SOome Remote Re-
gion,

Winnipeg, May 18.—Prof.- Frank
Allen, M.A., Ph.D., of the University
staff, speaking last night on the sub-
ject of earthquakes said that he waas
sitting -in the hous at the time the
shock occurred, bit did not feel it
himself, He did, however, hear a
slight noise in the cellar as if some-
one were shaking the furnace, but
he dismissed the matter from his
mind and went to bed.

“The earthquake, no doubt, origin-
ated at some. other point on the
globe,” says Prof. Allen “and it will
be -interesting within the next few
days to see if an earthquake is report-
“»11‘11%1?1 some distant region. The
last earthquake that was felt. was re-
r.“()l'(imi by the instruments in- Western
Europe and some weeks had elapsed
before it was ascertained that the dis-
turbances had occurred in the bar
l’).:xr“n\‘ region ‘off Northern India ani
Persia. It may have océurred this
time in South-America or in the mud-
dle ‘of the Pacific. We eannat - tell
where it originated unless we have
the instruments to measure the direec-
tion of the earthquake wave. We will
20 doubt have such instruments here
after a while, when we get the Uni-
versity located, but what would he
the iuse of having them if we had to
carry them “around. Instruments of
that kind must be located permanent-
ly. They can’t be moved every day.
They will be one of the things we will
have here after we get a chance to do
anything.

“In the meantime we can only
speculate about this earthquake, I
should be inelined to suppose, from
the little I have heard about it, that
the wave has travelled thmulgh the
earth, from some distant part’of the
+s§uthern hemisphere , posgibly and
simply came to the surface  here.
Such a shock would travel through
the earth along the chord of a circle,
something like the string of a bow.
When the earthquake started it would
travel beneath the earth along. the
straight string, and when it reached
the other side of the earth, the shock
would be felt at that point.

“There is no evidence that earth-
quakes have previously taken place
in historical . times in this yregion.
They have left mo marks that ean
be detected. We are a ‘long distance
from the sea coasts and places where
earthquakes as a rule take place.
There is great uncertainty about the
matter and what has happened ¥t
one time may never Immwn again,
but the chances are that this region
will never have a very severe t‘:lﬂl}]-
quake. The rocks in this region 'ie
horizontally as far as we know and
earthquakes take place where the lay-
ers of rock run down towards the en-
tre of the earth at an angle of seven-
tv or eighty or ninety degrees. The
rocks may then slip against each
other and a large section of country
subside.

“We now know that that is what
happened at San Francisco. It was
found in that case that one line of
rocks had slipped against the other
for a distance of several hul.ll‘h'ed
miles. When the rock lies horizont-
ally. if it fell at all it would -fall
straight down and there \'\'_mxld ot
likely be a great shock. The crust
1t shrink an inch or two but that

1f we had the pro-
per instruments we could tell the dir-
ion from which it came. In that
we could tell where it originated.
If the shock is recorded, say at Otta-
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wa and Toronto, and they have the
proper instrufhents they can tell the
direction... Then by drawing lines
through Ottawa and Toronto, the
place where these lines meet would
be the place where the earthguake
originatd.

““As far as we can .t from t
geological indieations, this is likely to
be 1fe as any - place on tl sur-
face of the earth. I must cont that
[ @m 1ather surprised that h-
quake has occurred here, far :s
we know, the rocks here are approxi-
mately horizontal and there are no
mountain ranges near us. The indi
cotions are that this would be a re-
gion “free from earthquakes.”

SOCIALISTS VS. POLICE.

Street - Meetings Held in Vancouver
Despite Police.

Vancouver, Ma 19—A meeting was
held here last night in defiance of the
police and several hundred people who
gathered on prominent corners, refused
to disperse before a squad of pelice that
elbowed its way about but did not
tempt a forceful means to secure obedi-
ence.

The meeting was called in defence of
free speech by the Socialists and others
follewing .a large meeting in the city
hall Monday night when last night’s
gathering was announced. The speakers
vilified the police and sharply criticized
Police Magistrate Williams, who, a few
days ago, fined T. M. Beamish, a promin
ent real estate dealer, $100 re
speaking.

Beamish was a speaker last
and said he was ready to spend
siderable fortune in defence ¢ ¢
speech. Beamish declared that there
was discrimination in that while the
Salvation Army is allowed to hold meet-
ings, Socialists and others are forbidden.

The speakers were summoned to appear
in the court today.

Will Advance Wages.

Pittsburg, Pa., May 18.—The wages
of 35,000 employees of the Independ-
ent Iron and Steel works in the Pitts-
burg district will on"June 1 be restor
ed to the old scale, and further than
that they will be expected to work at
least full time for the ensuing six
months. A cut of ten per cent. took
place on April 1 last. An accumula-
tion of orders for iron and steel pro-
ducts is the cause given for the de-
clsion to restore the cut in wages
while information from Washington
as to tariff matters has not been such
bad news as the independents feared.

The .Republic Iron and Steel com-
pany with plants all over the country
practically was the first to spread
the news that the cut in wages would
be restored. The notices were posted
some time. Saturday night or Sunday
and when the men went to work this
morning they saw the mnotices and
there was great ' rejoicing. At the
Pittsburg office of the Republic, the
decision to restore wages-omn June !,
was confirmed but .no details were
given out. The Shenango Furnace
company and the W. P. Snyder com-
pany which c¢ontrols practically *he
independent pig iron end of the trade
and which was among those to make
the ten per.cent. cut some weeks ago
also confirmed the report that wages
would be restored to the old time
bagis on June 1. The Jones and
Laughlin interests with about 10,000
men will also place wages back on
the old ba two .weeks from tonight.

BRITISH HOUSE
ADOPTS PROPOSALS

Mr. Balfour Fears Democracy -and

London, May 2I.—The  House of
‘ommons passed the mew death du-
1es by a vote of 298 to 122; the set-
tlement duties 300 to 123; the legacy
succession duties by 300 to 127; the
automoltile taxes ‘withouk djvision
and the reduction of the sinking fund
by 203 to 50.

_ Ex-premier Balfour .again strongly
denounced the death duties. “Let us
be careful”, he said ‘“we do not as-
sociate democracy with robbery, an
association which never has been true
In any civilized modern state, and
which I hope never will be true i
this country, but it seems nearer after
this budget than ever before.”

Under the new budget which is he
creation of Lloyd George, chancellor
of' the exchequer, the poor Trich man
has a hard lot. He must pay over
18 per cent income tax, $200 a year
for each of his big automebiles, dou-
ble the former tax on all stock ex-
change transactions a new tax &n ail
his land, and 20 per cent of all the
unearned increase in land values.

When he dies, if he was a million-
aire the state will take a maximum
of 27 per cent of his entire property.
T is divided into three taxes, 5
per cent death duties, 10 per cent leg-
acy duty, on all bequests except to
near relatives, and a general tax of
2 per cent on all estates passing to
probate. There are numerous instan-
ces annually where estimates pass to
probate twice in the same year
through the death of an heir of the
first owner. The operation of the new
law would confiscate to the state as
high as 54 per“cent of such property.
If the total amounted to a million or
more ‘the burden upon large estates
would be even greater than these fig-
ures would indicate for the Gcvern-
ment compels immediate cash pay-
ment by the great properties.

This land will be used for
the erection of a preparatory coflege
institution of the Anglican denomina-
tion.
