BORDEN VILLE ASSAULT CASE.
Karl Bitzer and Lena Bitzer, oi 

Rordenville, were arraigned before 
Judge Taylor in the District Court 
Monday on a charge of unlawful 
causing grievous bodily harm to Al­
fred Grolcau, of Borden ville, with a 
weapon or instrument, on September 
18th last.

Groleau gave his evidence in court

Mrs. Bitzer admitted having struck* 
Groileau with a hammer, but claim­
ed that she acted in defence of her 
husband, whom Mr. Groileau had 
threatened earlier in the day with a 
pitch-fork. She was greatly in- j 
censed at. the time of the fight, as | 
was her husband, by the opprobri­
ous language used by Groileau to-1 
wards her. She upbore the evidence 
of her husband that all he did to| 
Groileau was to punch him, and 
that he tripped over some stumps and 
fell, receiving his injuries in this 
way. Groileau had walked away 
straight. Her husband had quit 
working for Groileau because he was 
a man no one could get along with, 
and not because lie had been die- 
charged.
Groileau, when put in the box this 
morning, acted queerly.

“Were you under the influence of 
liquor when the fight took place?" 
asked Mr. Robertson, attorney for 
the defence.

No, I was not. I can prove it,” 
almost shouted Groileau.

“Are you under the influence of 
liquor now?” pursued Mr. Robert­
son.

“No, sir, I am not.”
“Did you have a drink this morn­

ing before breakfast?”
“Yes I had one.”
“Just noe?”
“Just ofie.”
“Have you had any since?”
“No. Have you?” asked Groileau 

defiantly.
It was a few moments before order 

was restored in the court. Judge 
Taylor administered a rebuke to the 
witness, telling him to remember 
that he was not in a barn-yard. 
Shortly after he had given his testi­
mony he acted in so drunken a 
fashion that Judge Taylor ordered 
the court crier to assist him from 
the court, as the old man could 
scarcely walk alone.

In summing up the case for the de­
fence, Mr. Robertson laid great stress 
on the fact that Mr. and Mrs. Bitzer 
had been grievously insulted by 
Groileau. What they had done, they 
had done in the heat of a passion 
aroused by Groileau’s vile epithets. 
The man was only half a man who 
would not have done at Bitzer did 
when his wife was insulted. Mr. 
Robertson made reference to the “un­
written law,” but was interrupted by 
Judge Taylor with the words: “The 
written law goes here, but the un­
written doesn’t.”

Groileau’s conduct in court was 
claimed to have shown him to be a 
man of short temper, also that he 
was untruthful, as he swore in court 
that he had only one drink and was 
taken out drunk

Judge Taylor did not think it neces­
sary for Mr. Mackie, the prosecuting 
attorney, to speak in reply. He found 
the accused parties guilty of assault 
and fined Bitzer $75 and Mrs. Bitzer 
$50, with costs in each case.

SUPREME COURT ACTION.
An action was brought by Alice St. 

Germain, wife of Omer St. Germain, 
of Morinville, in the Supreme Court 
Monday to set aside an agreement 
made between Mrs. Remnault of At. 
Albert and Lucien Bondreau, proprie­
tor of the Astoria hotel of the same 
place.
