Patriotic Tour.

Pushthrough ano Hermitage.

CHAPTER XIIIL

At early morning ‘our ship left
eadman’s Bay and soen dropped an-
chor at Pushthrough. In pazsing this
locality there are maiy strange names
and €ach one seems to have its own
peculiar history. Touwrite of them all
would require a book instead of a few
hurried- notes.

During our stay at Pushthrough the
weather was wet, and the roads very
dangerous, hence we did not delay
long; but we were '‘well received by
Mr. Camp, of the Customs Depart-
.ment, and also by his * brother who
veryg kindly placed the use of his
store at our service. Very soon the
people gathered in, and a short mid-
day meeting was held, and much in-
terest manifested by all present. Like
cther places, Pushthrcugh had its
nmisunderstandings, and while due
signs of loyalty were manifested, there
was at the same time a doubt in some
minds as to the purpose of cur tour,
end the seriounsess of the situation.
Upon these questions - the meeting

. gave some useful information; and

wet as the day was and inconvenient
as were the surroundings, there can
Le no doubt whatever as to the good
results of our visit to Pushthrough.

Pushthreugh- is a very :compact
place, and has a very fine church, and
like most of our western settlements,
it possesses a large amount of per-
sonal independence: The spiritual
duties of the parish are in charge of
the Rev. Mr. Hall, who, since eour
visit, has taken unto himself a part-
ner, and to whom we therefore extend
our congratulations. Quite a lot of
echooirers were meored in the harbour
¢nd we saw good indications of enter-
brise and industry.

L.eaving Pushthrough our next port
¢l call was Hermitage, where a short
meeting was held in the school room.
On landing, the Rev. Mr. Courage, and
al“o Mr. Way, gave us a hearty wel-
Come, and did 11 in_their power in the
&iterest of the cause. We were pleas-
ed to notice the tidiness and comfort
of the school room, and the evident

independence of the people, and we,

velt assured that our visit did much
goed in various ways. In lookmg
around the harbour We’?ound Hermit-
age pl‘csented many attractxon whieh
€ven amid the chilliness of winter in-
terested us, but which jif the beauties
of summer, must surely .be magniﬁ-
cent to behold -

Henmtage is one 't;f Newfoundland’s
natural beauty spots, and. should cer-
t2inly be conducive to health and long
life. " For many years it was the home
¢f the late Canén Bishop, *and. before
him the late Canon Colley, both of

carrying out the duties of their mis-
sion. It has also long been the home
of Dr. Thompson, who like his con-
temporaries, the clergymenabovemen-
tioned, has faced many dangers in
meeting the calls of his large practice
in Fortune Bay. The principal at-
tractions of Hermitage is the ehurch,
this building as many of our readers
are already aware, was presented to
the parish by Messrs. Newman & Co.,
I.ondon, some seventy years ago.

{The building is of stone and brick,
and would probably seat three hun-
dred and fifty pcople, or perhaps lfour
hundred. The foundations, window
ahid door facings, cornices, eaves, key-
stones, and butteresses consist of
stone. These portions literally com-
pose the framing of the building, and
are fitted in with yellow brickwork.
The whole structure was prepared and
fitted in London, and sent to Hermit-
age by one of the company’s sailing
ships. The walls are very thick, and
durability is a feature of the building,
but at the same time there seems to
have been some weakness in its con-
struction hence at present the build-
ing is in need of large repairs. This
we understand was caused not by any
neglect but by some - delay or acci-
dent which cccurred in transporta-
tion, or in the erection of the’church,
and which permitted of undue ex-
posure before final completion.

In conversing with Rev. Mr. Cour-
age, we learned from him that some
immediate steps must be taken, either
in the matter of extensive repairs or
by the erection of a new edifice. While
within the church we  noticed two
special features, not often seen on this
side of the water, and which is only
found in seme of the old 1)arisl{
churches of England. One of these
was the separation of the chancel
from the body of the church, by an
oaken lattice-work known in ecclesi-
astical architecture as a “rocd
screen.” The other feature was that
of the Coat of Arms which we noticed
on one of the panels of the eastern
window; t{he heraldic emblemy of
which evidently belonged to the.time
of King James. We had read of this
Coat ¢ -Arms_befere, and made en-
quiry of some of the church officials
about-it, but they seemed not to have
noticed it, but during our visit ~ and
while in conversation with the pastor
we discovered the emblem, and traced
its history. Both Hermitage and its
church are full of interest, some of it
local. and more of it Imperial. To

_glean all the facts which seemed to

present themselves one would require
to spend a few days in summer time,
instead of a hurried passing visit in
mid-winter.

EARLY MORNING EXERCISE.

Those of us who are not fortunate
enough in life to ride horseback in the
early morning hours must resort to
other means of exercise, which per-
haps are-just as good, but not as ex-
citing or smart.

Here are some splendid .exercises,
for developing a beautiful neck, for,
after one is able to do -it many times,
it fills out the chest remarkably.

Lie flat on the floor, lface downward.
Now raise your body by the arms and

teces, not allowing any other part of |

the body to touch the floor. Perhaps,
if you are strong, you can do this just
once at first.

You will find that it does not hurt
your arms at all, 2s you had expected,
but it makes the muscles across. your
shoulder blades ache and throb. It
particularly draws those two .muscles
that stretch from the shoulders across
the collor bones in front and developes
them to fill out the neck hollows.

You must not go -about your morn-
ing exercises with drawn mouth and
tightened muscles, but exert a reason-
able amount of care and enjoy them
as you go along. One should be re-
laxed when bending and twisting,, so
as not to injure the parts by violent
wrenching.

Some women do more injury to
themselves by trying to lift heavy
trunks and boxes than can be undone
by a lifetime of exercise.

Another wonderful exercise for wo-
men who lead sedentary lives is the
following: Stand with heels together,
toes out and body erect. Raise. the
arms until the sides of the thumbs
touch each other at arm’s length above
the head, the palms toward the front.
Now advance the left. foot until the
heel is slightly im advance of the toe
of the right foot.

Then, turning the body at the walst
throw the arms out!and down until
the finger tips touch the floor at your
right side. Do not bend the left leg,
although the -right will involuntarily
bend a trifle. Pratice this ten times,
then change the feet and advance the
right foot, rotate the body, and bend
at the waist only till the finger tips
touch the floor at the left.
