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THE FORGER ARRESTED.

On'Tuesday evening last Mr. Lindsay, 
hotel keeper, Guelph, received a telegram 
from Mr. Cameron, a hotel keeper at 
Collingwood, requesting that he would 
forward a description of the forger, who 
had given his name here as McGregor, 
and who had chiselled a gentleman in 
this town pretty extensively, and touched 
the pocket of another one lightly. Mr. 
Lindsay at once replied, describing the 
fugitive’s personal appearance, and the 
sort of horse and vehicle he had in his 
possession when he left Guelph. He ap­
pears, however, to have changed horse» 
at Seaforth. On receipt of Mr. Lindsay’s 
telegrtnyMr. Cameron forwarded Another 
enquiry fcef to what reward would be 
forthcoming for McGregor’s capture. Mr.

The Astors—How they Manage their 
»• Business.

'Ae New York correspondent 'df ” the 
Boston Journal tells how the living As­
ters are managing and increasing the 
great fortune wMch their ancestors left 
them, and What it amounts to :

The Astors will probably hold their 
property for many generations to 
come. Wm. B. was trained by hia father 
to the style of business wMch had gained 
hia fortune and increased it. Since the 
death of John Jacob Astor the business 
has been continued in the same style that 
marked it before he died. William B. 
Astor has two sons, John Jacob and Wil­
liam B., Jr. They have been carefully 
trained to the same style of business that 
distinguished their father and grandfath­
er. In the little one story brick building 
on Prince street, looking like a small jail 
with the iron bars in front, the father and 
two sons can be daily seen taking care of 
the immense estate. The sons ate quiet 
and reticent, like their father. No bank 
clerk goes to his business more steadily 
than they. At a given hour in the morn 
lng they enter their office. At a given 
hour, arm-in-arm, they walk down Broad­
way to Wall street. Between two and 
three o’clock they can be seen returning 
from their down-town office. They are 
seldom separate. They are capable, in­
dustrious, economical, and pre-eminently 
devoted to business. Should their father 
die to-morrow, everything would be tak­
en up just where he left it, and all his 
plans would be carried out, nor would 
any change be made in the mode of doing 
things during their lifetime. The ut 
most care was taken of their uncle. John 
Jeoob, who died the other day. Every 
wish of Ms father in regard to him was 
scrupulously carried out. His fine resi­
dence on Fourteenth steet, with its gar­
den occupying a whole square, with his 
coaches and horses, were preserved to him 
to the last. It is rare that three genera­
tions of men exhibit such characteristics. 
Thrown into office, its commanding situ­
ation would make the Astor House 
source of revenue such as it can never be­
come as a hotel. But the wishes of its 
founder, though dead, still prevail, and 
a hotel it will be, probably, during thij 
lifetime of its present owner.

Parliament of Canada.
HOUSE OF COMMONS.

Ottawa, Kuk is.
The Speaker took the Chair at 8

o’clock.
Mr. Connell inquired of the Govern­

ment whether the Stamp Act wae con­
strued to impose a duty os» notes, Ac., 
under the sum of $95.

Hon. Mr. Bose said it was the province 
of the Government to construe the Act, 
and it would be improper for them to an­
swer the question. v

The question being put on receiving a 
number of petitions praying the selection 
of Robinson’s route fat the intercolonial 
Railway,

Dr. Parker said the petitioners appear­
ed to labour under the misapprehension 
that this question was still at the dispoeal 
of the House, whereas the House had 
vested the Government with the right to 
decide the route.

Hon. Mr. Cartier said the duties and 
responsibilities of the Government as to 
the selection of a route could not inter­
fere with the right of any portion of the 
community, or of any individual in the 
Dominion, to address the House by peti­
tion.

Hon. Mr. Holton said the Minister of 
Militia had no doubt laid down the law 
correctly as to the right of petition, but 
what signified that right if no action was 
to be taken on the petitions when receiv­
ed ? He differed a little however, from 
his friend the member for Centre Well­
ington, as to the position of this question. 
Though the House had vested the Gov­
ernment with the right to select the 
route, it was still competent, for the House 
to repeal the law, or to advise and in­
struct the Executive as to what they 
should do, and to vote want of confidence 
in them if they made an improper selec­
tion or failed to make a selection at all.

Hon. John Sandfield McDonald said the 
public outside had a verv earnest anxiety 
as to what was to be the route of the In­
tercolonial Railway. He desired that 
speedy action should be taken.

Mr. Connell moved to refer the return 
to an address for names and f salaries of 
officers and employees of the Govern­
ment and legislature, Ac., to a select com­
mittee consisting of Messrs. Langevin, J. 
8. McDonald, Mackenzie, Young, Gibbs, 
Branchet, Pope, O’Connor, Stuart, Camp­
bell, Burpee and the mover.

: Mr. Young said he had seconded the 
motion.'with much, pleasure. As regarded 
the Contingencies Committee,;he found 
there wae a feeling abroad that tbat Com­
mittee was not likely to make any im- 

int move in the direction of economy. 
Secretary of State was Chairman of 

that Committee. With all deference to 
that gentleman, he thought it would 
have been better if a member of the Gov- 
eminent, who wae a servant of this House 
just as much as its other officers, had not 
been Chairman of such a Committee. He 
thought the House should follow the 
good example which had been set by the 
Senate in taking measures to cut down its 
expenses. He was not one of. those who 
believed that parsimony was economy, 
nor would he reduce the number or pay 
of officers, if he thought the doing so 
would injure the efficiency of the public 
service. But he did think there was 
room for retrenchment in the service of 
this House, which at present employed 
about 140 officers, with salaries amount­
ing to somewhere about $100,000.

After considerable .discussion Mr. Con­
nell altered hie motion so as to make it 
refer the returns, as fer as the officers of 
this house were concerned, to the Contin­
gencies Committee.

Mr. Masson (Terrebone) moved an ad­
dress for all correspondence between the 
Local Government and the Government of 
the Province of Canada since February 
last on the subject of the colonial military 
expenditure and military defence of the 
late Province of Canada, and between the 
Imperial Government and that of the 
Domitiion since 1st July, 1867, on the 
same subject.

Hon. Mr. Cartier said the Government 
had no objection to the motion. Indeed, 
it had been their intention to have laid 
before the House all correspondence and 
despatches bearing on the question of de­
fence, in order the better to enable the 
House to discuss the measure which In a 
few days he would have the honor to in­
troduce. with regard to the militia and 
defence of the country,

The House adjourned at six o’clock.

Horrible Cask ok Child Murder.— 
The Quebec Gazette has the following : 
On Friday night, an ex-bailiff of the Re­
corder’s Court, named W. H. Taylor, was 
arrested on suspicion of having murdered 
his son, W. H. C. Taylor, a child of eight 
years of age. Coroner Panel wae notified 
of the death of the boy, and lxWediately 
proceeded to hold an inquest on the body. 
Information received in the early part of 
the enquiry led also to the arrest of Tay­
lor’s wife, stepmother to the deceased, 
who was suspected of being an accomplice 
in the crime. Some eighteen witnesses 
had been examined on Saturday, and the 
evidence of the neighbors, though slight­
ly differing in detail, all agree In the main 
point, that in their estimation the death, 
of the child was caused by heartless 
cruelty, dreadful suffering by freezing 
and starvation, and constant beatings. 
The prisoner Taylor is about forty years' 
of age, a Jersey man by birth, an avowed 
atheist in religion, and was formerly a 
school teacher in St. Roche, up to the 
time of being offered the more congenial 
employment of serving writs of execution 
on people’s property for non-payment of 
taxes. Public indignation is stirred to 
its very depth against the inhuman 
wretches who are accused of this infa­
mous crime.

In the MidÀ-of the Waters.—A 
family named Taylor, residing in West­
minister, at the Cove, will long bear in 
mind the flood of 1868. During Monday 
and Tuesday they were sorely incom­
moded. On tbe rising of the river the 
second time, the whole flat in the vicinity 
of tbe Cove was covered,and in the neigh 
bourhood of Taylor’s house esiiecially, to 
the depth of from six to ten feet. The 
family thus on rising on Wednesday 
morning found their domicile afloat, and 
communication entirely cut off. The sheet 
of water extended'on one side for nearly 
a mile, unbroken by a single hammock or 
shrub. Their two cows had taken refuge 
on top of a manure heap neat the house, 
where they remained c hewing their cud 
in a forlorn condition. The Taylora as­
cended to the Upper storey of tlioir house, 
and ibère calmly awaited the abating of 
the waters. As the dayadranood tlieir 
situation attracted the notice of Mr. Kent, 
a resident of thé locality, Who launched a 
canoe and enquired bow they fared.
