The proportion of deaths from diarrhcen
varies greatly in the different counties ;

Dysentery seems
to have been more evenly distributed
| throughout the Province than diarrhcea,
excepting in the County of Huron, which

has returned a much greater number ot

lor 1 in every 15. Imperfect drainage
and impure water are ascertained causes
of this disease.
