'Dangerous Sugar. — Several persons 
in Hamilton have evinced symptoms of 
poisoning consequent upon the use of 
sugar purchased at the establishment of 
Messrs. Shepard & Young in that city. 
Small seeds were found amongst the su­
gar which, from their appearance, were 
supposed to bo rape seed, but upon ex­
amination turned out to be the seeds of 
the colchum plant, a deadly poison. 
Those destructive seeds were in the su­
gar when it came into Messrs. Shepard 
& Yçung’s store,

Mechanics’ Institute-—We learn that 
a largo number cf new and very interest­
ing books have just been added to the 
library of the Mechanics’ Institute in 
town. Readers can now have a choice 
and varied collection of the best litera­
ture of tho day, and the charge for mem­
bership is only $2.00 a year. As the 
evenings are now getting long, and the 
weather cool, our young men could not 
spend their time or money more profit­
ably than by becoming subscribers, and 
having the privilege of getting books- out 
of this now large and valuable library.

McCallum’s Potatoe Digger.—Among 
tho implements exhibited at the Central 
Exhibition, was a valuable machine 
for digging potatoes. It consists of a 
shallow scoop, about five feet long, car­
ried on wheels, in which is placed a re­
volving sieve. The lower end of the 
scoop travels along the ground aud lifts 
the potatoes out, while tho sieve carries 
them to the rear end of the machine, 
next the driver, and dumps them out, re­
moving all dirt from them in the passage. 
The scoop can be raised ror lowered to 
suit the depth at which the potatoes have | 
been planted. The machine was tried on 
tho farm of Mr. Evan MacDonald, 
Guelph, on Thursday. It is said that 
with it a man and team can dig from 
four to five acres per day.

Medical Honours.—Wo feel pround to 
record the success of young men of talent 
and perseverance belonging to this sec­
tion, who may have received honours 
abroad.

Chicago, Sept. 22.—The City Council 
to-night passed an amended fire ordin 
anc§, which not only prohibits the erec­
tion of wooden buildings within tho city 
limits, but prescribes a heavy penalty for 
violation of the law. The ordinance as at 

| first passed immediately after the great 
fire of July last fixed no penalty for 
violation of its provisions.

Progress of the Temp ire ire Cause.
To the Editor of the Mercury.

Sin -The Guelph Central Exhibition 
for the year 1874 is now among the 
things of the past ; and as you state in 
your issue of Saturday last “was in all 
respects a success.” One striking feature 
of it was tho almost total absence of 
drunkenness. This was exceedingly grat­
ifying to the lovers of order, and cannot 
but be of benefit to our good town, and 
will raise it in public esteem.

That so many thousands of people of 
all classes, should be congregated on the 
Exhibition grounds day after day, and 
spend hours there, and yet so little in­
temperance to be seen, was certainly a 
great improvement when compared with 
the state of things at last year’s Exhibi­
tion, when drunkenness abounded on 
every hand.

This better state of things is the result 
of decisive action on the part of many 
persons. The Directors of the Exhibition 
acted wisely and well in prohibiting in­
toxicating liquors being sold in the Re­
freshment booths ; as also did the Good 
Templars and the Sons of Temperance in 
each Organization appointing a Commit­
tee “to adopt measures to secure the en­
forcement of the provisions of the 4 Tav­
ern and Shop License Act’ that have 
reference to Agricultural shows.” Mr.W. 
Smith, Provincial License Inspector ; Mr 
Kelly, our Chief of Police ; Mr. bpragge, 
Tavern Inspector for the Town ; and the 
several Vigilance Committees appointed 
by the Committees of the Sons of Tem­
perance and the Good Templars, all 
vigorously assisted in enforcing the sal­
utary provisions of tho Law ; and by so 
doing, have increased the fame of the 
good town of Guelph.

Destruction by Bush F!re«.
We give below a lengthyjlist of prop­

erty destroyed in the surrounding country 
by the bush fires that have been raging 
until last week, when the rain happily 
concluded their ravages. The unusual 
dryness of the atmosphere and the con­
sequent parched condition of the ground, 
aided in too large a measure, we fear, 
by want of judgment or inattention on 
the part of farmers who were clearing 
their land, has resulted in most serious 
loss. In many cases families have been 
rendered entirely homeless, and the crops 
gathered after the past season’s hard 
labor, have been in many cases totally 
destroyed. The following are the losses 
as far as can be ascertained at present, 
from our country exchanges, to whom 
we are indebted for the following :— 

LUTHER.
Wm. Switzer, 5th con., lost a stack of 

hay, containing 12 or 16 tons, and most, 
of his fences.

John Moir had his farm and his crop 
of over seventy acres burned.

John Israel, lot 24, con. l,had his barn 
and crops, and also seven sheep and five 
pigs burned.

John McArthur, of the 4th .con., lost 
his barn and contents. Small insurance.

Mr. Burt, of the 5th con., had his barn 
and contents burned. No insurance.

Samuel McEwen lost his barn and all 
his crops.

George Clarkson lost barn, stables, 
stacks, and all his crops ; no insurance.

Mrs. James Thompson had her house, 
barn, stacks,and all her crops destroyed 
as well as 4,000 cedar posts ; small iusur-

Mr. Rea, barn and contents.
Thos. Irwin, barn and contents.
Joseph Scarf, barn, stacks, &c., crop of 

160 acres of land ; small insurance.
Thos. uarwell, house and barn.
John Fairns, barn and contents.
Wm. Halter, house, barns, stacks ; also 

300 cords of wood.
J. Garnett, large quantity of hay.
Two large bridges over.the Grand River 

were also destroyed by the conflagration.

Thomas Carroll, of the 14th con. had 
a clean sweep made of his house, barn 
aud crops.

Mr. Irvine, of the 10th con. lost his 
barn and Crops, but managed to save his 
house.

James Rea, of the 9th con. lost house, 
barn and crops.

James Rae, of the 4th con. lost his 
barn, crops oud some implements.

James Bell, lot 29, con. 3, had his barn, 
500 bushels of wheat, and a stack of oats 
burned.

Wm. Smellie, lot 26, con. 7, lost his 
house, but saved his barn. **•

David Ritchie had some oats burned iu 
the stack, and David Cardy lost some 
wheat in the same way. Mr. Cardy nar 
rowly escaped losing his team of horses 
and wagon. While hauling in a load.of 
wheat, the fire, which was running 
through the stubble, burned the horses’ 
feet badly, and also the wagon wheels.

In tho Gore of Garafi&x-i, tho barn, 
stable, crop and implements of Mr. J. 
Irwin, were burned to ashes. His loss 
cannot bo far short of $2,500, which is 
partially covered by an insurance of 
$1,000.

The barn of (i. Brewster was seve­
ral times on fire, but the flames were 
each time extinguished. His loss, how­
ever, is considerable, his woods and fences 
having been over-run by the fire.

barn was going to be burned, and moved 
the crop away to a place of safety. We 
have not learned whether the bam was 
burned or not. Mr. Scott, of Luther vil­
lage, left Fergus on Monday afternoon, 
14th inst., with a large load of stoves. 
In going up the 11th line of Garafraxa 
ho found the fences taken down and 
strewn along tho road. The crossway 
was also on fire. He managed to reach 
the Luther town line, however, end went 
down to the 12 con., when ho could go 
no further. He then turned and went 
back to the side road between lots 28 and 
29, and drove so far in that he could get 
neither back nor forward, being finally 
compelled to unhitch the horses and gal­
lop home through the fields, leaving the 
wagon behind.

In Egremont, tbo fires were more gen­
erally confined to the bush and swamps, 
and fewer farm buildings were destroyed. 
A considerable quantity of fencing was 
burned, however. Mr. Alex. Davidson 
only saved his barn through the most 
strenuous exertions put forth by himself 
and his neighbors. /

Mr. Alexander McArthur, lot 13,11th 
con. lost his b. \n and contents, together 
with four stac of hay and two of oats. 
Nothing was saved. His loss is estimated 
at $800 ; insured for $250.

The Provincial Exhibition.
The twenty-ninth Provincial Exhibi­

tion opened at Toronto on Monday. The 
entries this year are about 5,500, and 
there is every prospect that there will be 
n successful show. All day Monday stock 
aud articles for exhibition were being 
brought in, and on all hands the work of 
preparation was going on. As at the 
Guelph Central, no liquors are allowed 
to be sold. A strong force of police are 
on the ground, and every precaution is 
taken for ensuring sobriety, aud main­
taining order. In the Crystal Palace, 
from morning till late in the evening, the 
scene was orie of noise and confusion» 
consequent on the breaking of packages, 
and placing of articles of so great vsriety 
of character. Throughout the day there 
were properly no visitors, although the 
dav is an open one. The only persons 
presdnt wore those engaged in work as 
exhibitors or laboring on the premises.

The show of horses promises to be very 
good, as some very superior imported 
animals will be exhibited. Cattle are not 
so numerous as formerly, but seme very, 
fine animals—several of them imported—

James Langdon had fire in his chip 
yard several times, but succeeded in sav­
ing hie buildings.

AMARANTH.
In Amaranth there was a general con­

flagration, which completely swept the 
woods and swamps of that township.

W. Hatter, who is one of the principal 
losers, had his barn,.crop, and four bun-1 
dred cords of wood burned. Hie,total 
loss is estimated at $1,800; no insurance.

W. Hamilton had his house, barn, and 
crop destroyed. Loss about $3,000.

Along the line of the Grey Extension 
of the Toronto, Grey and Bruce Railway, 
the devastation was general. The fences 
on both sides of the railway were burned 
for a distance of eight miles, and the 
suffocating heat and smoke from the 
woods on each side rendered travelling 
almost impossible. Midway between 
Orangeville and Shelburne, a thousand 
cords ot wood belonging to the railway 
company were reduced to ashes—the heat 
from the burning pile being so great as 
to double up the rails on the track as if 
they were hoop iron, for a distance of a 
quarter mile. About half-a-mile of the 
embankment at this point was also 
burned, interrupting traffic ; but new ties 
and iron having been put down as soon 
as the fire subsided, traffic was resumed 
on the following day.

OTHER PLACES.
The fire did considerable damage in 

the vicinity of Hereward. A quantity of 
oats in a field belonging to James 
Harris, were destroyed before the pro

Monday, and while on what is known as 
McPherson’s Hill, the ring in the neck- 
yoke gave way, and both were thrown 
out. The former was thrown* over the 
railing on the abutment of the bridge, 
and no hope of his recovery is enter­
tained, and the latter was thrown over 
tho railing. The injuries of the latter • 
are serious if not fatal. Both are highly 
respectable, and are married.

Brutal Outrage at Strathroy.—On 
Saturday night a most dastardly outrage 
was committed on a married woman, one . 
of the newly arrived emigrants, who with 
her husband and family occupied tho 
drill shed in Strathroy, until work was 
obtained for them in the country. The 
culprit, a man named Wm. McGuire, 
waited bis opportunity when all, the male 
members of the family were away, and 
attacking the woman who at the time 
held a young child in her arms, attempt­
ed his hellish purpose. The woman’s 
screams brought assistance, but tho child 
sustained such injuries that it died on 
Sunday night. McGuire was arrested at 
Sarnia on Monday and committed to gaol
