The Arbitration Committee
have agreed upon every point except the
matter of minimum wages. The carpenters
want it to be 40 cents an hour, but at pres-
ent it looks as if the contention of the
bosses for 324 cents will prevail. The
eight-hour clause, the apprentice system,
and other important concessions have been
granted by the bosses.

About 2,000 Chicago marble-cutters went
out on strike Saturday morring for the
eight-hour day and nine hours’ pay. The
demand was granted at one or two yards.
THE ALIEN LABOR LAW.
CHicaco, May 5.—Immigrant inspectors
have been ordered by Secretary Windom to
report in Chicago for duty in connection
with the enforcement of the Alien Labor
Law. It is said the [department has been
advised that an effort will be made to bring
carpenters from Canada to take the places
of strikers here.
AT NEW YORK.
New Yorg, May 5.—The carpenters of
this city as a body did not have to strike
to-day to enforce their demands for eight
hours. It is said 200 bosses have granted
the demand, and that only 35 have refused.

It is
expected the difficulty will be settled with-
in a week. The housesmiths did ot strike
to-day, their demands having been com-
plied with by their employers.
TO ABOLISH SUNDAY WORK.
BerrLiy, May 5.—Several Berlin em-
ployers have resolved to abolish Sunday
work in their establishments. The number
of employes dismissed for taking part in
May Day demonstrations has proved larger
than was supposed and such action by em-
ployers has been the cause of several minor
strikes.

THE BARCELONA RIOTS.
MaprID, May 5.—The strikers assembled
at Barcelona Saturday night in thousands.
The troops endeavored to disperse them,
but were met with stout resistance,
Several shots were fired at the soldiers, who
replied with a volley. The mob was then
charged and scattered at the point of the
bayonet. Three of the sirikers were shot
and seriously wounded. A striker was
sentenced to imprisonment for life at hard
labor for wounding a policeman. Five
others were sentenced to ten years’ im-
prisonment each at hard labor for attempt-
ing to prevent others from going to work.

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INTER-STATE COMMERCE.

The U. 8. Senate Committee’s Report—
A Document of Interest te
Canadians.

WasiNgToN, May §.—The report of the
Senate Committee on Inter-State Commerce
on Canadian railways has been made public.
Itis along and elaborate document, and
one of profound interest to the shareholders
of the Grand Trunk and the Canadian
Pacific as well as to the Canadian people
at large. It deals with the alleged divert-
ing of commerce from the railways of the
United States to those of Canada and the
alleged discrimination on Canadian canals
against American vessels. 1

In concluding the report the committee
says that the entrance tee of 50 cents and
clearance fee of 50 cents or §1 every time
an American vessel visits a Canadian port
on the great lakes and their tributary bays,
rivers and straits, constitutes an unjust
discrimination against American vessels,
Canadian vessels being exempt from such
charges by a license fee of 50 cents pay-
able once a Suzh discrimination
violated the spirit if not the letter of the
Washington treaty of 1871. The laws of
Canada place American and Canadian
vessels upon the same terms as to entrance
and clearance fees, buv the discrimination
is made through an order-in-Council.

The committee recommends that so long
as such discrimination continues all Cana-
dian vessels should be required o pay en-
trance and clearance fees of equal amount
on entering and clearing the ports of the
United States on the great lakes or their
tributary navigable waters.

The report also says that the rebate of 18
cents per ton in tolls on certain products of
the United States nassing through the Wel-
land Canal if bound to Montreal constitutes
an unjust discrimination against ports of
the United States on Lake Ontario and the
St. Lawrence River. This discrimination
is an open-violation both of the spirit and
letter of the treaty of Washington.

The committee recommends that so long
as this diserimination is made a discriminat-
ing toll on the tonnage of all Canadian ves-
sels shall be imposed every time they pass
through the Sault Ste. Marie Canal.

The report says that the proposition that
Canadian railways which compete with
American railways for tariff between differ-
ent points of the United States shall be sub-
jected to the same requirements of law and
regulations which apply to American rail-
ways, must command the assent of every
fair-minded person. The Canadian laws
justify Canadian railways in disregarding
the long and short haul clause of the Inter-
State Commerce Act.

The committee recommends that either
such a'license system shall be established
as will be applicable to the Canadian rail-
ways doing business in the United States,
or that some other plan not injurious to
the country be adopted which shall secure
to American railways an equal chance in
competition with Canadian railways.

Mr. Platt, a member of the committee,
dissented from the above report. He wants
the long and short haul clause and the pool-
ing clause of the Inter-State Commerce
Law repealed.
