GREAT CROWDS OF PEOPLE
gathered many deep along the l‘me o_f route
from Buckingham Palace up Constitution
Hill through Piccadilly, St. James street,
and Marlborough gate to the garden
entrance of St. James’ Palace, Wthh. is
situated on the north side of the Mall. The
decorations along the line of the royal
procession were profuse and beautiful. The
rondway was kept open by the
horse troops in their glittering
uniforms, by detachments drawn from the
military depots, by the metropolitan volun-
teers and militia, by Middlesex yeomen and
by the police. The scene was full of life
and movement, and the ceremony eclipsed
in pomp and splendor any recent state
ceremonial in connection with the British
court.

The royal party left Buckingham Palace
in four processions, the first conveying the
distinguished guests. The next procession
included the Duke of York and his sup-
portere, the Prince of Wales and the Duke
of Ediuburgh.

THE QUEEN 8§ MARRIAGE RECALLED

Her Majesty herselt is now 74, and it is
fered that the ceremony in the chapel
royal at St. James’ will be the last at
which she will have the strength to be
present. 1t is curious to note that it was
in the same church where the ceremony
took place to-day where she herself was
united in wedlock to Prince Albert, on the
10th of February, 1840. On the 16th of
January, 1840, the Queen announced her
approaching marriage to Parliament, On
Feb. 6, Prince Albert landed at Dover, and
four days later the wedding took place.

Historians tell us that the morning broke
gloomily, and the rain fell in torrents,
Finely dressed ladies, who, by 8 o’clock in
the mornirg were already in their carriages
on the way to the center of attraction,
looked cold and dispirited, while the white
favors on the horses’ heads and the ser-
vants’ hats were wet and drooping. How-
ever, about 1l the rain ceased, and St.
James’ Park was soon filled with people.
At the same time the royal carriages en-
tered the courtyard of Buckingham Palace;
the Life Guards removed their heavy cloaks,
and appeared mugnificeng in theirimposing
boots and dazzling cuirasses.

Shortly after midday a flourieh of
drums and trumpets anneunced the arrival
of the Prince, and the bridegroom’s pro-
vession entered the chapel at 12:20, that of
the bride being a quarter of an hour later.
The Prince wore the uniform of a field
marshal, and the order of the Garter, sur-
mounted by two white rosettes. He carried
a Bible in his hand, and the strain he was
enduring showed itself in the pallor of his
thoughtful, amiable face.

The drums and trumpets sounded again,
the chapel doors were once more flung open,
and the Queen’s own procession was seen
slowly approaching—*‘plain without pomp
and rich without show.” Neither she nor
any of Ler bridesmaids or attendants wore
a single diamond, the Queen’s sole jewels
being a necklace of brilliante. They were
all clad alike, in dresszes of rich, white satin
trimmed with orange blossoms, and wore on
their heads wreaths ot the same blossoms,
The only thing that distinguished the bride
was the wealth of Honiton lace which en-
veloped her dress, and the fact that she
wore & veil, which, however, did not con-
ceal her face, especially noticeable for its
extreme paleness and traces of nervous
effort.”

WHAT THE QUEEN WORE.

LoxpoN, July 6.—The Queen headed the
proceesion to the altar. She walked alone,
leaning on an ebony stick. Her Majesty
was attired in a black dress with a train.
The bodice was of broche silk with lace.
She wore across her bosom the broad blue

attached. As her Majesty pasced up the
nave of the chapel the whole assemblage
bowed.

Following the Queen came the Prince of
Wales and the Duke of Edinburgh and be-
hind him walked a number of admirals in
full uniforms escorting the bridegroom
who wore the uniform of a fleet captain.

The Czarewitch was in military uniform
and wore o picturesque white jacket edged
with ermine.

The King of Denmark escorted his
daughter the Princess of Wales. The
Princess wore a dress of pure white silk and
