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CDOHGIL WILL TIKE ACTION TO 
HAVE BAS SUPPLY PURIFIED

Brantford People Think They Have Been 
Most Unfairly Used By New Company 
Which Plans To Supply London and 
Other Places in District.
[Special to The Advertiser.]

Brantford. Dec. 15.—Complaint fol­
lows eomolaint in rapid order, re 
Brantford’s new gas supply from the 
Tilbury fields, with which It is pro­
posed to supply London and other 
places, replacing that from the Haldi- 
mat.d fields. Almost without exception 
citizens are objecting to the new gas, 
with its sulphurous smell which per­
meates through everything despite the 
efforts made by many to do away with 
it by overhauling their appliances. 
Action by the city is promised.

Today Acting Mayor J. H. Spence 
had the city clerk dig up all the docu­
ments of the gas company's rights in 
I he citv, and these will be laid before 
the city solicitor, possibly this after­
noon.

If it is at all possible the city will 
make the company purify the gas be­
fore sending it out to the people, for 
the members of the city council, as 
individual users, are very indignant 
vver the matter.

Were Not Notified.
The fact that the new gas was 

turned on by the company without 
any notification to the citizens as to 
the nature of the gas is being com­
mented upon with vigor. The com­
pany admits tiiat the new gas is not

good for lighting purposes and is 
notifying consumers to that effect.

The using of gas containing sulphur 
is prohibited by an act of the Domin­
ion Parliament, and V. is claimed the 
company is breaking the law, in allow­
ing the gas to be used for lighting.

It is felt, however, that the company 
did not do the right thing by the 
people in not giving them notice 
when first it decided on getting the 
gas that it was not suitable for light, 
ing.

A Heavy expense.
During the past year a large number 

of houses have been erecred in which 
gas fittings for lighting were placed, 
and besides this a large number of 
gas fixtures have been installed in old 
houses at heavy cost. These appli­
ances being absolutely useless now the 
money so spent being wasted through 
the company not having given their 
citizens any notice.

In addition to the smell permeating 
many houses in the city it also is ob­
servable on rone of the streets In the 
city, evidently because some of the 
pipes are leaking.

On Brant avenue last evening the 
smel' was very distinct aoout 11:30. 
while this morning on Colborne street 
there was also a.n odor perceptible. 
The officials of the company still main­
tain that the gas is all right if proper 
appliances are used.

The inquest into the death of Rev.

Stowe, undertaker, of 307 West Fifty- 
first street, expressed the greatest regret 
for the accident, hut said it was wholly 
unavoidable. Dr, Ross had stepped from 
the shadow of another vehlc' directly 
In the path of Stowe’s machine. The 
minister was hurled to the pavement and 
his skull fractured.

A copy of the evidence taken will be 
secured and the details will be made 
known later on.

CANADIAN CLUB HEARS

Told of Mission Work and Hard- 
:h ty Dr. H. Mather 

Hall.

Some of the intricacies and difficul­
ties of life on the coast of Labrador 
were related to the Canadian Club at 
an enjoyable informal luncheon at the 
Teeumseh House at noon today, by 
Dr. H. Mather Hare, head of the Har­
rington Bay Hospital, one of the hos­
pitals under the supervision of the 
famous Dr. Grenfell and the Deep 
Sea Mission.

Dr. Hare is making a tour of Can­
ada ], during on the work in Labra­
dor. in an effort to secure much- 
needed funds with which to carry on 
the extensive activities of the mis­
sion.

The people in his district, he said, 
were Canadians not aliens. They were 
descended from people who came out 
from Devon and still spoke the dialect 
of Devon. In the district also lived 
about 500 Indians for whom he was re­
sponsible. He was the one doctor on 
that part of the coast and his job 
was to travel from one end of it to 
the other by dog teams in the winter 
and in a motorboat in summer, healing 
the diseases which frequently break 
out among them. Epidemics are fre­
quent, he said, and are brought into 
the country by outside traders.

“Tlie climate is anothing thing we 
have to fight against," lie continued, 
“and it is usually so unfavorable 
that we come to regard it as a per­
sona) matter and feel that we have 
a personal grudge against it-"'

Dogs are the only means of trans­
portation there, and they are also the 
means of effectually balking any ef­
fort to raise sheep, cattle or poultry. 
'These dogs can bite through the or­
dinary wire netting as a tinsmith 
would cut it with his shears, and it is 
hopeless to try and keep chickens or 
sheep, or even cattle, on account of 
them. But they are necessary and we 
have to put up with them," he said.

The food supply is a constant source 
of worry. "We grow cabbage and eat 
the leaves, we grow carrots and eat 
the tops. We eat everything that has 
food value, even down to seals drown­
ed in the fishing nets," said Dr. Hare.

As to the work of the hospital, he 
stated that it was absolutely non-sec­
tarian ana philanthropic in character, 
end well deserving of support.

Dr. Hare was heard w'ith great at­
tention by the members present. The 
president, Mr. Jared Vining, presid­
ed.

BRITISH MYSTERY SHIP 
SUCCESSFULLY LAUNCHED
Battle Cruiser “Tiger” Is Ex­

pected To Break All 
Speed Records.

[Canadian Press.]
Glasgow, Scotland, Dec. 15.—The 

British battle cruiser Tiger, known 
as the "mystery ship," was 
launched today at the Clydebank 
shipbuilding works, where her keel 
plate was laid on June 20, 1912.

Details of the new vessel have 
been guarded most strictly by the 
admiralty. It is known, however, 
that her engines are designed to 
give the hitherto unattempted 
horsepower of 100,000, calculated to 
develop a speed which will eclipse 
that of any naval vessel afloat.

Unofficial reports give the 
Tiger’s dimensions asi-'Y.ength orer 
all, 700 feet; beam, 90 feet; dis­
placement about 80,000 tons. Her 
armament is said to comprise eight 
13.6-inch guns in pairs in turrets 
on centre line and twelve 6-inch 
guns in casemates, with two 21- 
inch submerged torpedo tubes.

Many and varied were the express­

ions of opinion 'secured tills morning 
by The Advertiser on the suggestion 
of Lieut.-Col. W. M. Gartshore that 
the name of London should be changed 
to Teeumseh.

Dr. Cl. T. Campbell, one of the 
foremost members of the London His­
torical Society, while in favor of a 
changed name, suggests Georgina, as 
was originally intended.

SAYS DR. HUTCHINSON

Medical Health Officer Dr. T. V. 
Hutchinson called the attention of The 
Advertiser today to a story sent out 
from Toronto concerning the probabil­
ity of Ixtndon acquiring a slum dis­
trict. The story was unearthed from 
the annual report of the medical health 
officer in 1912, and printed in the re­
port of the provincial board of health.

O. H. It is a simple expression of the 
opinion of the great majority of the 
Irish in Canada. In the light of their 
own history no other action is pos­
sible."

Language Was Stolen.
Their language was stolen. They 

were persecuted for their religion, their 
music and literature were destroyed, 
their manners and customs prohibited 
to make Englishmen out of them. So 
great was the oppression to which they 
were subjected that Daniel O’Connell, 
in a memorial to Queen Victoria, said 
no nation from the beginning of the 
world to the present time ever suffered 
so much as the Irish.

“Now when descendants of their per­
secutors turn on another people and 
commence a similar persecution, can 
the Irish people be expected to sit by 
and calmly permit the injustice?”

A True Expression.
“No, they cannot, and the resolution of 

the York County Board is a true expres­
sion of Irish feeling.

"As to Imperial federation, or what­
ever form Canadian nationality may 
eventually assume, there is only one 
foundation on which it can be firmly built, 
and that is Justice, particularly justice 
to minorities. The attempt to cast all 
nationalities inhabiting this country ino 
one by coercive legislation Is doomed to 
failure. Time alone can do that, and the 
resulting type will not be Ontarian."

Major Thomas Beattie, M. P., ex­
pressed the opinion that w-hiie it was 
a pity the city had ever been named 
London, yet it would be difficult to 
change the name now-. It was 
times annoying for Londoners 
away from home to have to 
clear which. London they were from, 
he said, but lie wras doubtful if the 
people could be induced to change the 
name at this late date. Teeumseh 
would have been a preferable name had 
the city been named that from the first.

Young Woman Rose In Mass at 
St. Peter’s and Was Taken 

Out by Friends.

That many families recently arriving 
In London from the old land are af­
fected with tuberculosis, is being re­
vealed by the investigations of the 
Ladies' Sanatorium Aid Society, 
through the work of their nurse, Miss 
Hanson, and today several children, 
and at least one adult, all victims of 
the white plague, are being removed to 
the sanatorium at Byron.

A thorough discussion of these 
cases took place at a meeting of the 
society held on Saturday afternoon at 
the home of Mrs. John Stevenson, 
Elmwood avenue, when many pathetic 
instances were reported.

In one family of 21 children, the 
three, youngest, aged b, 7 and 3, re­
spectively, showed marked symptoms 
of tubercular trouble. In another 
household visited by the nurse, the 
mother and two children were found 
to be afflicted, an unfortunate side of 
the matter being that the father Is 
subject to mental lapses. Through the 
efforts of the Sanatorium Aid the 
mother and children are being cared 
for at the sanatorium, the father is 
being looked after, and the home will 
be properly fumigated.

Two families of twelve were found
