In “Fathers and 
Sons,” in “A Nest of Noblemen,” in 
Virgin Soil” and in “Spring Floods" the 
whole story turns on the problems of life 
which the heroes and heroines are at­

tempting to solve. Whether the chief 
character be materialist or idealist one 
never escapes from these discussions, 
which seem to have a fascination for the 
Russian. Gogol in “Taras Bulba” con­
fines himself to a magnificent description 
of the barbaric Russian and of the wild 
beauty of the Steppes, but in 
Souls” he lays bear the hypocrisies of 
modern Russian life, and in his other 
works he reveals the tendency to dwell on 
the sombre questions that usually form no 
part of the field of the novelist. Dos­
toyevsky carries this somewhat to an un­
pleasant extreme. Though he has been 
highly praised by some English-speaking 
critics, we failed to see anything more 
than crude power in his painful studies of 
Russian life. He is au idealist, with small 
conception of any ; practical bounds of 
morality. Hence his heroine in “Crime 
and Punishment” is repulsive fcoTthe read­
