Order-in-Council With ° Regard to

within the limits establishéd by order in
council, dated Oct. 9, 1900, excepting
temporarily whilst measures are being
taken to bring them to some of the near-
by wharves or to move them to the up-
per part of the harbor.

¢ The Governor General! in Council is

pleased, in virtue of the provisions of |

chapter 86 of the Revised Statutes of
ICanada, intituled “An Act respecting-
Harbor Masters” to order that the said
order in council of Oct. 9, 1900, shall be
and the same is hereby cancelled and
that the following regulation be added to
the general rules and regulatious for the
government of ports in the provinces of
Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, Quebec,
Ontario, British Columbia and Prince
Bdward Island which have been made
and established under the provisions of
the said act by order of the Governor in
council dated Jan. 12, 1889,

“Section .41—No part of the harbor
of Victoria, B. (., situate between the
railway bridge and the shores of James
Bay shall be deemed to be an anchorage
for vessels, and vessels anchoring in this
part of the harbor may do so only as a
temporary expedient, and the harbor
master is authorized to cause the im-
mediate removal, ‘at his discretion, of sny
vessel so anchoring. This regulation
does not apply to such small vessels and
yachts as may be permitted to moor in
the extreme eastern part-of James Bay.

“The ,penalty incurred by the viola-
tion of this regulation is a fine of $20.”
