ANOTHER WHITE BEAR.

Specimen” of  “Ursus Kermeodei” Dis-
covered on Gribble Island.

There .is on. exhibition jn.the window
of Messrs. Lindley, Government street,
another”.specimen of white bear (Ursns
Kermodei.). This is the first of this
specie since they ~were described in
January, 1905, by Professor Hornaday,
of .the New York Zoological park, and is
the fifth (knaown) specimen at.the pre-
sent time. in existence. Three of them
are now in the Proyincial Museum, in-
cluding the .type specimen which Pro-
fessor. Hornaday ,described and two
young cubs,which are af present mount-
ed and displayed in a . case.
