Advantages of Stock Raising.as.). Brood Bows. Helfers from the Best Milkers,

We think all the best darymen are 
agreed in regard to the pront of rais- 
ing their own cows to supply addi- 
tions to their herds. Very few have 
ever selected a valuable herd wholly 
by purchase. It has been said that it 
total depravity can ever be alleged 
against A farmer it will be found in 
his representations on the sale of cows. 
We have often enumerated the Import- 
ant points in favor of selecting the 
heifer calves from the best milkers, 
both for quantity. If the dairyman 
gave no heed to this point be will 
perpetuate his worthless cows with 
his good ones, and thus never improve 
his dairy herd. A large majority of 
dairyman have cows in their herds 
that do not pay their keeping, and 
as they do not apply a test to the Indi- 
vidual cows they continue not only to 
keep them, but to breed from them. 
This is the most suicidal policy. Al- 
though we strongly recommend dairy- 
men to raise their own cows, we are 
far from advising them to perpetuate 
their poor cows. It would be even 
better policy to give them away to a 
favorite brother-in-law. The heifer 
calves from only the best cows should 
be raised and the weeding out should 
go on still further. When these 
heifers come into milk those that do 
not come up to the proper standard 
should be discarded. A careful test 
should always be made of each cow in 
the herd and of each heifer during her 
first period of milking. If the heifer 
has the appearance of a well formed 
milker and of having had a good dam 
it may not be judicious to pass upon 
her during the first milking season, 
if her quality is below the standard, 
for the next season may develop her 
satisfactorily.—Live Stock Journal.

In writing of the advantages of 
stock-raising, I shall consider it as a 
part of farming, not as an exclusive 
business conducted on a large scale. 
This article is intended for men who 
cultivate the land as well as pasture 
it whose land is a farm and whose 
farm is a home. I treat stockraising 
as a branch of farming, engaged in by 
men who plow land, sow seed, and 
harvest grain and grass.

In one great advantage of stockrais 
ing—the compensation for food con. 
sumed in the manure of the animals 
consuming it, thus allowing of not 
only maintaining but actually incress- 
ing the fertility of land by saving, 
keeping and applying the manure. 
Grain farming alone surely impov- 
erishes the land unless commercial 
fertilizers are largely used, but when 
stockraising is combined with it the 
land is kept fertile and the profits, 
cash, of farming are increased, as I 
hope to show.

First, a combination of grain and 
stockraising gives employment all the 
year. The labor of preparing the 
ground for grain and vegetables, and 
of cultivating and harvesting these 
crops, is crowded into about six months 
of the year. During this time the 
farmer is busy, and it is just at this 
season that stock requires the least 
attention, as it will be upon pasture. 
But when crops are not to be cultivated 
or harvested, the farmer must be idle 
more or less unless he raises stock. 
He must est, drink, and hide his naked- 
news, whether he works or not, and 
this season of enforced Idleness is one 
of all outgo and no income, materially 
reducing the profits, of the year. If, 
however, be keeps stock, the animals 
will need attention at this time, afford- 
ing labor which is remunerative.

Second, stockraising decreases the 
expense of marketing, hence increases 
the profits. The grest cost of mar- 
keting a crop is the charges for trans- 
portation. These are doubtlesexorbi- 
tant; the transportation companies 
charge all the traffic will bear: but 
whether exorbitant or not, they are 
large, and as they are paid by the 
producer, decrease his receipts just so 
much. If corn, cats, hay, etc., are 
fed to farm animals, they are put in a 
more condensed form, thus saving 
cost of transportation, and less than 
25 per cent of them are transported 
at all, thus saving directly 75 per 
cent of the cost of transportation. 
Thus a hog weighing 300 pounds re- 
presents thirty bushels of corn, or 
about 1700 pounds. Here is a saving 
of the transportation of 1400 pounds 
for every hog marketed. When the 
animal consumes hay, the saving is 
yet greater. Not only is the cost of 
railroad transportation decreased, but 
getting farm products to the station is 
is often an quite an item, and feeding 
them to farm animals lessens this ex- 
pense. It is easier to drive thirty fat 
hogs to the station than to haul 900 
bushels of corn, or a steer than 100 
bushels of corn and a ton of hay. 
Just as the cost of marketing is thus 
lessened the profits are increased.

Third, stock will consume many 
products which would otherwise go to 
waste. If the farmer raises corn, but 
no cattle, he must allow the fodder to 
waste entirely, or else sell it a very 
low figure, much less than he would 
get for it by feeding to stock. If he 
raises wheat and cats, and not cattle, 
the straw is lost, or else sold for a pit- 
tance. There are always vegetable, 
fruit and grain “scraps” which are 
lost outright unless fed to farm ani- 
mais. Hogs are better suited to the 
consumption of these than other farm 
animals. Two or three hogs may be 
fed on the scraps and slops from the 
kitchen, not to speak of what the gar- 
den and truck patches yield. These 
are little things it may seem, but 
dimes make dollars when you put 
ten of them together, and it is just 
such little leaks as these that allow 
the profits to run away. There is not 
a farmer in a thousand who does not 
make enough to get rich in twenty 
years; but the trouble is that he does 
not save what he makes. You have 
probably heard something like this 
before; well, when you did, you heard 
a great truth expressed, which you 
should heed.
.Fourth, stockraising gives oppor- 
tunity for pasturing land. The ad. 
vantages of pasturing land are iden- 
tical with those of green manuring. 
Ninety per cent of that part of the 
grass consumed, originally taken from 
the soil, is returned, while that trod- 
den down and incorporated with the 
soil, gives more than was taken away, 
for it gives that which it derived from 
the air in addition to that taken from 
the soil —Cor. Texas Ranche.

NEW BRUNSWICKFOR SALE The first essential quality in a brood 
sow is she must be a good milker. If 
she is not this she will never succeed 
in rearing average litters, and if a sow 
falls below this she should not be re- 
tained as a mother. An ample flow 
of milk for the first eight weeks is the 
best aid the pigs can have, after which 
there is no objection if the yield falls 
off for the next four sod the pigs are 
weaned by the time they are three 
months old. The next most essential 
quality in our estimation is a gentle 
and motherly disposition. The sow 
should be kind to its young, and not 
one that will shove and push the pigs 
about at feeding time, and otherwise 
maltreat them. It is impossible to 
tell beforehand what disposition a fe- 
male bog will manifest, and they can 
only be taken on trial as it were. Yet 
the offspring is apt to be pretty much 
as its dam, and if the mother is of the 
right obaracter it is safe to give her 
young a trial, at least. A sow that is 
not kind to its young or that destroys 
its young we would not bave, nor do 
we think it pays to keep such. A 
third quality which we regard as no. 
cossary in a good brood sow is free- 
dom from breachiness. She must not 
be addicted to breaking fences, either 
to get in or out of a field. A bog of 
this kind will be sure to get into 
trouble and cause trouble, and will, in 
all probability, lose more young than 
she will rear. Besides, we would not 
like to have this bad quality trans, 
mitted to the progeny, for of all evils 
in a community breachy stock is one 
of the worst. As soon, then, as a 
brood sow (or any other hog, as to 
that matter) manifests a disposition 
to break through fences she should be 
made into bacon as soon as possible. 
Next to these good qualities, sise and 
health are, of course, essential. A 
small animal can never produce a full 
litter (eight to twelve young) and an 
unhealthy mother is not fit for any. 
thing in this department of stock rais- 
ing. The above, perhaps, embraces 
about all that can be considered essen- 
tial qualifications in a brood sow, and 
any sow possessing them all may well 
be retained as long as possible for ser- 
vice. Of course, extra progenitive 
ness and high foraging qualities, are 
good traita. And yet it is best, no 
doubt, to restrain sows somewhat, so 
as to permit but two broods in a year. 
Sows should be kept apart from the 
rest of the drove for some time before 
delivery and four or five weeks after- 
ward. Each sow should have a pen 
and sleeping place of her own, and be 
enclosed at night to prevent injury 
from other hogs. Their feed should 
be liberal both before and after par- 
turition, but not of a heating kind just 
at the period. Stops and bran are 
best for them then. Corn produces 
fat but not milk. Turnips, cabbage, 
apples and other fruit are good food 
sows in brood. The second month 
the sow should have all she will est.

The potato a bug” still claims, 
share of the cultivator's attention, 
and in the course of each season does 
more or less damage, but says a writer 
in the Home Farm, I think it is at 
least an open question if Paris green 
is not doing quite as much. This 
poison is becoming too common, and 
the care considered exercised in its 
use. An application of Paris green 
is an injury to any growing plant; 
but its injurious effects may be slight 
and but temporary if intelligently 
applied. But the practice—which is 
too frequent—of allowing the young 
"slugs," as it appears convenient to 
call them, to become nearly full 
grown, and then apply a dose of 
poison, of sufficient strength to kill 
them, is a ruinons one. The mutilst- 
ed plants receive s blow from which 
they never fully recover. I am eatis- 
filed that the Paris green, London 
purple, &e, now used is double the 
quantity which would be necessary 
with the exercise of reasonable care 
and ordinary intelligence. The pro- 
per time to apply it is immediately 
after the eggs have hatched; the 
young brood is then very tender and 
a weak resolution will soon destroy 
them. I find half a tablespoonful to 
as ordinary pail—or about ten quarts 
—of water t be plenty strong if ap- 
plied in season, but as the “bugs” 
grow, the strength of the poison must 
be increased, until finally three times 
this amount must be used, and as the 
stronger dose becomes necessary, the 
growing crop has lost a large portion 
of its leaves and is less able to re- 
cover from its injurious effects. In 
applying Paris green and water, it is 
important to keep it well agitated, so 
that it shall be evenly distributed. 
If well water is used it should pre- 
viously set in the sun a day or two so 
that its temperature will be about 
equal to the atmosphere. The proper 
time to apply it is just at night or on 
a cloudy day. Applying water to 
plants in a hot sun is contrary to the 
laws of nature and often does much 
harm.

B urdock Leghorn Fowl.

The different varieties of Leghorns 
are White, Brown and Black. There 
are also single and rose comb. White 
and Brown. Between these varieties 
there is nothing to choose, save one's 
fancy for colar or comb. The plum- 
age of the White's is pure white 
throughout. The Black's black, and 
the Brown a mixture of brown and 
black, giving them a beautiful ap. 
pearance. The necks of the males 
have a flowing hackle of golden bay, 
striped with black, the backs the same, 
tails black, breast and body black, 
wings black with each feather edged 
with brown, legs bright yellow. The 
hens are dark brown, pencilled with 
lighter shade of brown.

Leghorns are a hardy fowl, good 
layers and generally non-sisters. The 
chicks feather quickly and mature 
rapidly. There so no breed of fowl 
that will produce so large a number 
of eggs as the Leghorns, and it is for 
this quality that they are bred. The 
objections to them are the very large 
combs, and the danger of freezing 
during our cold winter weather, the 
small size, which renders them of but 
little value for poultry, and the diff- 
eulty with which they are confined, 
their large wings and small bodies 
enabling them to roost high, and fly 
where they please. They are proud, 
sprightly and very hansome. The 
pullets often commence laying when 
four months old, and if given warm 
quarters in winter, will keep the egg 
basket well filled.

A writer urges more careful study 
of pure water and of drinks in general 
on the economy of animale. The 
privation of water tells more rapidly 
on health than abstinence from food. 
In every kind of beverage, the part 
efficacious for assuaging thirst is water. 
The quantity of water required by an 
animal will vary with the sir's tem- 
perature and humidity. A sheep re- 
quires least and a pig most water; 
horses and cattle come between. In 
the care of sheep - much water thins 
the blood. They ought not to be 
deprived of water, as many shepherds 
practise, nor at the same time allowed 
to entirely slake their thirst. The 
latter observation applies also to 
horses. The sheep and horses are, of 
domestic animals, the most sensitive 
to impure water. For draft animals. 
and sheep warm drinks are enorvat- 
ing.
