It was continued two days, the en­
tire assembly numbering onlv ten, including 
Francis Ashbury, the first Methodist bishop 
in America, who arrived on the second day 
of the session. Thomas Rankin, a Scotch­
man, who was appointed in 1772 by John 
Wesley “ to the head of all the Methodist 
ministry in America,” was the presiding 
officer. Now there are ninety-four annual 
Methodist conferences under the direction 
of the general conference of the United 
•States.
