‘attention to the organization of auxiliary
braoches in ,each county and municipality
to the necessity for a petition to the govern-
ment for the introduction of scientific text
‘beoks in public 8chools, the prevention of
ithe sale of liguor to minors, shop licenses,
r.etc. It also gave o statement of the work-
ings aud prospeects of the Scott act in vari-
ous counties,

nterature also was in a backward state and

needed to be replenished. It was also ne-
cessary that steps be taken to send delegates
to the Dominion alliance council to be held
at Ottawa on the 14th prox.

THE AFTERNOON SESSION.

The chair was taken by the Rev. Mr.
Smith at 2 p.m.

After the usual opening exercises the
reporta of'delegates were continueil.

v. Mr. Lund of Woodstock, gave a
verx favorable account of the work in Ox-
ford county. Hon. Senator Vidal of Lamb-
ton, then addressed the meeting. He
stated that the Scott act was nnlguvonbly
received in his county. It was carried by
the popular vote, but by a legal techei.
cality was set aside. The temperance
cause was lying asleep at present. There
was a large number of temperance people
in Lambton, but owing to depressing cir-
cumstances the work is at a standstill
The subversion of the Scott act was entire'y
due to the use of money in the hands of
unprincipled men. The verdiot against the
act was bought with filthy lucre. The
speaker hoped that all temperance people
would heartily support the alliance in legis-
lating to secure permanently the temper-
ance efits which we now enjoy, and only
stop when the liquor traffic is swept from
the land. The agitation should be so
extensive and determined that no parliament
could resist it.

Miss Phelps, representing the Women's
christian temperance movement of St.
Catharines, stated that the temperance work
of that city was mainly ddg® oy the above
society, One of their main featurcs was
that they employed only the very best
talent in their work; they did not wich to
run down the cause by having miserable
speakers.

Mr. McCraney, M. P. for Haltop, said
that the Scott act in his county did all that
was expected of it.  In fact it benefitted
the county even m.ore than they expected it
would, and it did not injure trade in the
least as was feared it would do. He hoped
that the sentiment in favor of it would
become so strong that several desirable
amendments would be added to it, and that
surrounding connties would profit by their
example. g{e believed the time was not far
distazt when all Ontario would vote for
prohibition. ‘ :

The committee for the nomination of the
geveral sub-committees then eubmitted their
report.

1n the evening at 8 o'clock an immense
mass meeting of citizens was held in Shaftes-
bury hall to consider the restristion of
grocers’ licenses, Mayor Boswell occupied
the chair, The hall was crowded to the
doors. , On the platform were : Ald.

The first speajger of the evening, Mr. W.

H. Howland, said that all were aware of

the necessity of keeping the traffic under
contrel as mnch as possible.  The purpose
in view would commend itself to all.

The sale of liquor should be severed from
that of other commodities. We only ask
that when liquor is sold in a shop nothin
else shall be sold there, And this shoul
be brought about in such a way as ot to
attack individuals but the general system of
ghop licensing. This system is highly
injurious to the community inasmuch{ as 1t
adds to liquor sellers a large and influential
olass who are not so amenable to the laws
as are the regular traffickers, This system
seriously injures the general grocer’s trade,
At present it would seem as if every grocer
were obliged to sell liquor in order to be
snccessful, Therefare 1C) shop licenses in
the city of Toronto. Many of these shops
make no pretence to anything else but the
sale of liquors. These shop licenses are
virtuslly free from all control. Hotels
and taverns are under  sharp
inspection in the matter of Saturday
night and Sunday traffic. But the liquor
shops are in this respect almost i ible,
and by their secrecy tempt large numbers
whom the taverns never could reach. They
are thus the maiu cause of drunkenness
among women and the greatest promoters of
vice. Thesystem was found in England to
be the most potent causa of injury to the
health and moral standing of a community.
The abolition of these special licenses should
be the first step of legisiation in the cause.
The licensed victuallers were by no means
{o be defended; but even they limit the
amount of drink which they will give a man,
but shop men cannot do 8o, 88 they know
not for whom they are selling it The
drinkers are not exposed, as they take it
generally in their homes, and this also is
the chief promotion of inebriety in children.

Mr. Howland then brought in the follow-
ing resolution, seconded by Mr. Hallam,
and nearly unanimously carried:

Whereas, the sale of liquor in stores where other
commodities are sold, i8 attended with serious evils
resulting in intemperance in the homes of the
people, and greatly aggravating the social disordere
arising from drinking habits.

Whereas, section 24 of the Liquor License act ofs)

Ontario authorizes the * council of any city, town,
village or township to pass a byslaw before the first
day of March,” in any year, reqmiring “ the shep-
keeper to confine the busine:s of his shop solely and
exclusively to the keeping and selling of liquor.”

Therefore be it resolved, that the city council be
requested to pass a by-law before the first day of
March next, to prevent the gale of Jiquor in any shop
where groceries or other goods are sold.

Ald. Hallam in speaking to the resolu-
tion stated that his time in the city council
was soon to be cut short, but when the
resolution would be suhmxttet.i next Mo_n-
day he would decidedly give his vote for it.
He considered that strict attention should
be given to the inspection .of licenses,

Rev. Joo. Smith thought enough was
that the sale of

certain grocers was unfair to the rest of the
trade. _

Rev. Mr. Cocherel also expressed senti-
ments similar to the above. .

Hon. Judge Haghes in addressing the
audience remarked that there was too x‘nuch
temperance lecturing n.ow-n._-dayg.
