How to Remove a Tight Ring.

A novel method of affecting the removal
of a ring which has become constricted
around a swollen finger, or in any other
gimilar situation, consists simply in envel-
oping the afflicted member, after the man-
ner of a circular bandsge, in a length of flat
India rubber braid, such as ladies make use
of to keep their hats on the top of their
heads. This shonld be accurately applied
—begiuning, not close to the ring, but at
the top of the finger, and leaving no inter-
vals between the successive turns, so as to
exert its elastic force gradually and gently
upon the tistu:s underneath, When the
binding is completed, the hand should be
held in a vertical position and in a few
minutes the swelling will be perceptibly
diminished, The braid is then taken off
and immediately re-applied in the same
manner, whep, after another five minatesr,
the finger, if again rapidly uncovered, will
be small enoush for the ring to be removed
with ease —Langon, Gaz. des Hop,

Eleetric Lightning and Gas.
From the Electrician (London, Eng.), Dec. 10,52,

In the course of a discussion on a recent
paper by Mr, C. J. Woodbury before the
New Ergland (U. S, A ) Cotton Manufac-
turers’ association, Mr. C. W. Leippit of
Wounsocker, R. I., said that the Globe
n'ulls had been eupplied with the electric
light, and it was much preferred to gas,
For th season of 1881-1882 this company
bzd us<ed 117 large lights, ruaning them
for 8367 hours st an actual cost of $327 83,
Eich lamp supplied foar Jooms with light
and tok the plice of 220 gas burners,
which, burning four feet of gas per hour
for 367 Lours, cost $710 The saving io
favor of electric lights was $382 71, or an
actual saving of 57 per cent. The cost of
ruoning 220 burners of oil gas for 367 hours
s $473 11, which leaves a margin of
$145 28, or thirty-one per cent in favor of
electric lights. Mr. Thomas Livermore ot
the Amoskeag mills said they had 5000
looms lighted with 465 electric Jishts. He
had fouud that one arc lamp could take the
place of twelve gas buraers, supplying
twelve looms with light,
